The minutes from the January 11, March 1, April 5, May 3, and June 7, 2010 meetings were approved.
3.
Agricultural Subdivisions ongoing discussion: Although the language relating to agricultural subdivisions (ROH Sec. 21-5.250 – “Farm dwellings”) was removed from Bill 24 (2010), CD1, concerns regarding ROH Sec. 21-8.30 (“Housing--Site development plan”) were raised, specifically the amendment removing the reference to agricultural lots, eliminating Site Development Plan permits for farm dwelling units on agricultural lots, and the compatibility of the proposed language with HRS §205-45.5 relating to Important Agricultural Land.

The task force unanimously approved sending a letter to the council requesting the removal or amendment of the language in ROH Sec. 21-8.30 as it related to agricultural lands and dwellings.

Next meeting – Monday, August 2, 2010 at 1:00 p.m. to discuss the following:

a.
Discuss the following proposed definition of agriculture, including what are agricultural functions and who will regulate them.
“Agriculture is the production of plants and livestock for food and fiber including but not limited to fruits, vegetables, flowers and foliages, forestry, aquaculture, apiary, animals, biomass, and seeds.  Agricultural functions as described in Section 21-3.5, Revised Ordinances of Honolulu, will mean the active production of these agricultural products for commercial purposes to support the livelihood of the producer.”

b.
Status update of the potential new task force member.
c.
Discuss Sec. 21-3.50-2 Agricultural cluster--Site standards, particularly the subsection relating to farm dwellings.
i.
Discuss adding an acreage threshold provision for AG-1 (5 acres) and AG-2 (2 acres) districts, akin to an exemption, to address lots significantly greater than 5 acres.
d.
Continue discussion of agricultural subdivisions.
