Wewould like to thankRossTanimoto,deputydirectorof theDepartmentof Environmental
Services(ENV), for his input at theaforementionedcommitteemeeting.During discussionof
Resolution11-182,Mr. Tanimotostatedthat it was indeedpossiblefor theCity to ternñnate,atany
time, its contractwith Synagrofor thepiansanddesignofaseconddigester,secondsludgestorage
tankandotherassociatedinfrastructureat theSandIslandWastewaterTreatmentPlant(SIWWTP).
As you know, the amendedcontractdatedJuly20, 2011 wasapprovedby your administrationand
will costthe City $1.55million.

We believeit would befoolhardyfor the City to proceedwithplanninganddesignfor a second
digester,particularlysinceourconsultantAECOMhasyetto exploreanddetermineviable
technologiesatthe SIWWTAP as stipulatedin Resolution11-182.If atechnologyotherthan
Synagro’sdigesteris selected,thenwe would haveneedlesslyspent$1.55million oftaxpayer
money.
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Wethereforeurgeyour administrationto immediatelyterminateor suspendits contractfor the plans
anddesignsfor aseconddigesteruntil suchtimethat all alternativetechnologieshavebeen
thoroughlyvettedfor possibleimplementationatthe SIWWTP.We alsorecommendthatthe
demonstrationprojecttaskedto AECOM continueto be giventhe highestpriority.

Lastly,at theNovember16, 2011,meetingof the Committeeon PublicWorks & Sustainability,
committeemernber~requesteda list of all technologiesthat wereconsideredby AECOM as well as
companiesthathavesubmittedinformationto the City for consideration,Kindly provideusa copy
of thatlist as well as the currentevaluationstatusof eachtechnology.
