AUTHORIZING THE DIRECTOR OF THE DEPARTMENT OF ENVIRONMENTAL SERVICES, TO ENTER INTO AN INTERGOVERNMENTAL AGREEMENT WITH THE UNITED STATES GEOLOGICAL SURVEY (USGS) FOR STREAMFLOW AND SUSPENDED SEDIMENT DATA MONITORING FOR THE KAUKONAHUA STREAM WATERSHED ON THE ISLAND OF OAHU.
WHEREAS, Chapter 1, Article 8, Revised Ordinances of Honolulu 1990, as amended, provides that any intergovernmental agreement which places an obligation upon the City or any department or agency thereof shall require the prior consent and approval of the Council of the City and County of Honolulu; and 

WHEREAS, the City is required, as part of its storm water management program under municipal separate storm sewer system National Pollutant Discharge Elimination System (NPDES) Permit No. HI S000002, to continue coordinating monitoring with other agencies, including the USGS, and to monitor suspended sediments in streams, comparing the impact of forested, conservation, agricultural, and military areas to the impact from urbanized areas; and

WHEREAS, the City is required, as part of its NPDES Permit to continuously assess water quality issues in each watershed and evaluate source allocations developed as part of the Total Maximum Daily Loads (TMDLs) analysis undertaken by the State of Hawaii Department of Health and the United States Environmental Protection Agency, in which the City will be required to measure the effectiveness of its storm water management program, and assess the overall health and evaluate the long-term trends to receiving waters resulting from storm water discharges; and


WHEREAS, as part of its monitoring activities, the City will enter into an inter-governmental agreement with the USGS for the installation, operation, and maintenance of streamflow and suspended-sediment monitoring stations in Kaukonahua Stream near Wahiawa and Waialua, Oahu, during the period April 1, 2012, to September 30, 2016, as further detailed in the proposed Joint Funding Agreement dated November 9, 2011, and attached hereto as Exhibit “A”; and 
WHEREAS, the USGS has proposed funding this project through the USGS Federal-State Cooperative Program, and that the USGS will provide supplemental funds for the continued assistance, while the remaining matching funds will be provided by the Department of Environmental Services (ENV) operating budget for Fiscal Year 2012 (FY12) for year one of the project, and any future funding to be determined on a year-to-year basis; now, therefore, 

BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City and County of Honolulu that the ENV Director or the ENV Director’s designated representative is hereby authorized to execute an intergovernmental agreement with the USGS in substantially the form attached hereto as Exhibit “A” for streamflow and suspended sediment monitoring in the Kaukonahua Watershed on the Island of Oahu during the period April 1, 2012, to September 30, 2016; and
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that authorization is hereby given to receive and expend the federal funds for this intended purpose; and

BE IT FINALLY RESOLVED that the Clerk be hereby directed to forward copies of this resolution to the Mayor, the Director of the Department of Environmental Services, and the USGS.
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
