RELATING TO TRANSFER OF FUNDS


WHEREAS, Section 2-17.2(c) (1) Revised Ordinances of Honolulu 1990, as amended, requires that the City Council approve by resolution any transfer of funds between activities whenever the cumulative amount of transfers from or to an activity totals in excess of $100,000 or ten percent of the amount appropriated for that activity in the executive operating budget ordinance, as may be amended, whichever is less; and
WHEREAS, Section 12(m) of the Executive Operating Budget and Program for the Fiscal Year July 1, 2011 to June 30, 2012, Ordinance 11 – 10, requires that the City Council approve by resolution any transfer of funds designated for the Asia-Pacific Economic Cooperation conference between activities for fuel and energy expenses of the City, and


WHEREAS, a transfer not to exceed $15,710,000 is required to various activities to fund electricity and fuel cost shortfalls; now, therefore,


BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City and County of Honolulu that an amount not to exceed $12,916,250 in General Fund (GN), $1,000,000 in Sewer Fund (SW), $1,642,243 in Bus Transportation Fund (BT), and $151,507 in Special Events Fund (SV) be transferred as needed between the following activities:
