SUPPORTING A REGIONAL PARK IN NANAKULI AT A NEW LOCATION TO BE DETERMINED BY THE CITY AND THE COMMUNITY.

WHEREAS, on June 9, 2010, the Council adopted Resolution 10-114, which added a park symbol on the Waianae Public Infrastructure Map ("PIM") in support of the creation of a regional park in Nanakuli and based on the testimony of the Director of the Department of Planning and Permitting that the area is second only to the Ewa area in growth on Oahu and in need of a regional park (Committee on Planning, Committee Report 169 (2010)); and

WHEREAS, although the map attached to Resolution 10-114 places the park symbol, which was subsequently designated PIM No. 21, on, and specifies a tax map key for, a specific parcel, City ordinance clarifies that public infrastructure maps shall include symbols showing the "general locations" of major public infrastructure (Sec. 4‑8.1(c), ROH; quotation marks added); and

WHEREAS, on June 24, 2011, the Administration submitted a draft ordinance (numbered as Bill 50 (2011)) and the attached final draft of the Waianae Sustainable Communities Plan ("SCP") to the Council with a blue spot added on to both the Waianae SCP's Land Use and Open Space maps, designating a proposed regional park on the same parcel as specified in Resolution 10-114 (Dept. Com. 569 (2011)); and

WHEREAS, at a February 9, 2012 Zoning and Planning Committee meeting, testimony was received that included a memorandum from the Director of Parks and Recreation ("DPR") to the Director of Design and Construction that described DPR's plans for the proposed regional park and reads in part:

"Unfortunately, with the city's current fiscal situation and the need to fund infrastructure improvements and control costs, it is unlikely this [Nanakuli Regional Park] project will be initiated within the foreseeable future.  Therefore, to be candid and realistic with both the Leeward Coast community and the landowner, we do not intend to proceed with this specific project at this time.  I hope this clarifies DPR's position as to the outlook for the next several years."  (Misc. Com. 205 (2012));

and

WHEREAS, on February 15, 2012, following several public hearings and much community input, the Council passed Bill 50 (2011), CD2 with the blue spot deleted from both the Waianae SCP's Land Use and Open Space maps; and

WHEREAS, the removal of the blue spot from the Waianae SCP maps reflects that although there is agreement that Nanakuli needs a large park and recreational area, the specific location of any park facility has yet to be determined and agreed upon by the community; and

WHEREAS, the enactment of Bill 50 (2011) as Ordinance 12-3 expresses the policy that the designation of a proposed regional park be detached from any specific parcel; and

WHEREAS, the Council notes that the process to revise and update a development plan, and the process to revise a PIM are two separate and distinct processes, and that although the blue spot has been removed from the Waianae SCP maps, PIM No. 21 remains on the Waianae PIM; and

WHEREAS, the Council expects the Administration and the community to engage in future discussions regarding the appropriate and desired location of a regional park; and

WHEREAS, should these future discussions result in the agreement and determination that a regional park should be sited in a location other than the one designated in Resolution 10-114, Section 4-8.2(d), ROH, stipulates the conditions under which an existing PIM symbol shall be revised:

"The need to revise by resolution the location of an existing symbol when a selected site differs from the location of a symbol on the public infrastructure map shall be determined by department of planning and permitting on a case-by-case basis based on the distance between the two locations, different environmental and urbanization conditions between the two locations, a change in the neighborhood board area, and past public comments.  The director of planning and permitting shall timely notify the council of any decision that an existing symbol need not be relocated, and that decision shall be subject to review and action by the council pursuant to Section 4-8.1(e)";

and

WHEREAS, Sec. 4-8.1(e), ROH, states that:  "Any questions of interpretation regarding whether a project requires placement of a symbol therefore on the public infrastructure map, or relocation of an existing symbol, shall be resolved by the city council"; now, therefore,

BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City and County of Honolulu that the Council expresses its support for a regional park in Nanakuli at a location other than the parcel currently designated by PIM No. 21 and that the new location shall be determined by the City and the community; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Council urges the Administration to begin active discussions with the community to reach an agreement on the appropriate and desired location of this regional park; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that upon reaching an agreement on the park's location, the Administration is requested to notify the Council of any need to relocate the park's PIM symbol pursuant to Section 4-8.1(e) if appropriate; and

BE IT FINALLY RESOLVED that copies of this Resolution be sent to the Mayor, the Managing Director, the Directors of Planning and Permitting, and Parks and Recreation, and the Chair of the Nanakuli-Maili Neighborhood Board No. 36.
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
