APPROVING THE GRANTING OF THREE PERPETUAL NON-EXCLUSIVE SUBSURFACE EASEMENTS WITHIN THE CITY’S DOWNTOWN STREETS FOR THE DISTRIBUTION OF CHILLED WATER AND SEAWATER FOR
HONOLULU SEAWATER AIR CONDITIONING, LLC.

WHEREAS, Section 46-66, Hawaii Revised Statutes, as amended, authorizes each county, subject to council approval, to grant, sell, or otherwise dispose of any easement for particular purposes in perpetuity by direct negotiation or otherwise, subject to reverter to the county upon the termination or abandonment of the specific purpose for which the easement was granted, including easements for chilled water and seawater distribution systems for renewable energy seawater air conditioning district cooling systems; and


WHEREAS, the Director, Department of Budget and Fiscal Services 
(“BFS Director”), has recommended the granting to Honolulu Seawater
Air Conditioning, LLC (“HSWAC”) of three perpetual non-exclusive subsurface easements for waterline and data and electric transmission purposes within the City’s streets for its renewable energy seawater air conditioning district cooling system; and


WHEREAS, the non-exclusive subsurface easements vary in widths from 5’ to 10’ and have an approximate total area of 100,710+ square feet or 2.312 acres; and


WHEREAS the non-exclusive subsurface easements are designated as Easement 1, affecting portions of Bishop, Queen, Merchant, King, Alakea, Richards, Hotel, Mililani, Punchbowl, Pohukaina, South, and Keawe Streets, and Adams Lane
(TMK Plats:  2-1-11, 13-17, 25-27, 29-32, 54-55, and 59-60); Easement 2, affecting portions of Beretania, Punchbowl, and Miller Streets (TMK Plats:  2-1-18 and 24-25); and Easement 3, affecting portions of Keawe Street (TMK Plats:  2-1-15, 54-55, and
59-60), as shown on the maps attached as Exhibit A, Index and Sheets 1-9, which are attached hereto and by reference made a part hereof; and


WHEREAS, HSWAC has been working with the various City agencies and the utility companies on the review of its construction plans and obtaining the necessary permits; and 

WHEREAS, the various City agencies have no objections to the granting of the easements to HSWAC subject to the conditions set forth by the agencies; and

WHEREAS, minor adjustments to the easement areas such as corrections of the waterline alignments or lateral areas due to unforeseen circumstances in the streets will be recorded in the final easement maps based upon the final as-built drawings provided by HSWAC; and  


WHEREAS, the Director, Department of Budget and Fiscal Services has recommended that the above-described easements be sold for the total easement fee of $2,719,170, based on an appraisal; and

WHEREAS, the easement fee of $2,719,170 will be deposited into the reserve for fiscal stability fund; and


WHEREAS, the sale of the above-described easements will be in accordance with Section 46-66, Hawaii Revised Statutes; now, therefore,


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City and County of Honolulu, that it approves the granting of the three perpetual non-exclusive subsurface easements within the City’s streets to HSWAC; and


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the grant of easements be in accordance with the recommendations of the BFS Director, and/or designee, and with all applicable laws and City policies; and


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED by the Council of the City and County of Honolulu that it approves the deposit of the easement fee of $2,719,170 in the reserve for fiscal stability fund; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the BFS Director shall be authorized to sign the easement and other necessary documents; and 


BE IT FINALLY RESOLVED that the Clerk be directed to transmit a certified copy of this resolution to the BFS Director. 
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
