URGING THE CITY TO DEVELOP A PUBLIC-PRIVATE PARTNERSHIP TO OPERATE AND MAINTAIN THE KOKO HEAD SHOOTING COMPLEX.

WHEREAS, shooting facilities can provide training in firearms safety, historical education, and recreational opportunities to the public and training for law enforcement agencies; and

WHEREAS, the Koko Head Shooting Complex ("Complex") in East Oahu is the sole outdoor shooting range on the island open to the public and is heavily patronized by community members who travel throughout the island to use its facilities free of charge, which include a 100 yard rifle range, a 25 and 50 yard pistol range, a 200 meter handgun range, an open area combat range, two skeet fields, one trap field and a 90 meter archery range; and

WHEREAS, the Complex is one of 1,200 facilities encompassed within the 288 parks system that the Department of Parks and Recreations ("DPR") operates and maintains throughout the island of Oahu; and

WHEREAS, DPR has identified several necessary maintenance and capital improvement projects for the Complex, including a new roof to replace the one torn off by a recent windstorm, a closed cesspool that did not meet the Environmental Protection Agency standards, various safety compliance improvements and the construction of two comfort stations; and

WHEREAS, DPR recently reduced staffing and operation hours because of funding deficiencies and the Complex is currently open a total of 21 hours per week; and

WHEREAS, development of a public-private partnership to operate and maintain the Complex would increase access to the range facilities for current patrons, broaden such opportunities to the general public and enable the pursuit of dedicated funding sources for capital improvement projects; now, therefore,
BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City and County of Honolulu that the City Administration and the Department of Parks and Recreation are urged to develop a public-private partnership for the operation and maintenance of the Koko Head Shooting Complex; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the public-private agreement have a minimum 15 year term to enable the private entity to secure financing to construct future capital improvement projects to the Koko Head Shooting Complex; and

BE IT FINALLY RESOLVED that copies of this Resolution be transmitted to the Mayor, the Managing Director, and the Director of Parks and Recreation.
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
