AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR OR THE MAYOR’S DESIGNEE TO ENTER INTO AN INTERGOVERNMENTAL AGREEMENT WITH THE STATE OF HAWAII, DEPARTMENT OF HEALTH FOR THE ALLOTMENT OF FUNDS FOR OPERATING AND MAINTAINING A GLASS RECYCLING PROGRAM.

WHEREAS, Chapter 1, Article 8, Revised Ordinances of Honolulu 1990, as amended, requires that any intergovernmental agreement or amendments thereto which place an obligation on the City or any department or agency thereof receive the consent and approval of the Council of the City of Honolulu; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to Section 342G-14, Hawaii Revised Statutes, the State Department of Health (DOH) is authorized to promote the minimization and diversion of solid waste and to cooperate with appropriate federal, state, and county agencies in carrying out its responsibilities; and

WHEREAS, the state legislature enacted a statewide glass advance disposal fee for non-deposit glass containers that is to be distributed to counties to fund county glass recovery programs; and

WHEREAS, in accordance with the aforementioned state law and the provisions of the contract dated July 1, 2012, between the DOH and the Department of Environmental Services (ENV), attached hereto as Exhibit A and incorporated by reference herein, the DOH desires to provide funds to the ENV to continue its existing glass recovery program outlined in accordance with the Revised Ordinance of Honolulu, Section 9-7; and to provide quarterly and annual reports to the DOH documenting the volume of non-deposit glass collected throughout the County; and to pay for
non-deposit glass collected by “buy-back” or other glass incentive programs; now, therefore,
BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City and County of Honolulu that the Mayor or the Mayor’s designee is hereby authorized to enter into an agreement with the State of Hawaii in substantially the form attached hereto as Exhibit A, for the implementation of glass recycling as well as any other incidental or related agreements in connection thereto as may reasonable be required; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the City administration is hereby directed to deposit into the Solid Waste Special Fund, Glass Incentive Account, the State funds received pursuant to the above-referenced Contract Modification and all subsequent amendments to the glass fund agreement; and 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the City administration is hereby authorized to expend the State funds received pursuant to the above-referenced Contract Modification; and

BE IT FINALLY RESOLVED that the Clerk is directed to transmit a certified copy of this Resolution to the Director of the Department of Environmental Services.
