SELECTING THE COUNCIL’S DESIGNATED MEMBER FOR THE HONOLULU AFFORDABLE HOUSING PRESERVATION INITIATIVE SELECTION COMMITTEE.

WHEREAS, the Honolulu Affordable Housing Preservation Initiative (HAHPI) was started to secure the future of rental apartments owned by the City and County of Honolulu; and

WHEREAS, HAHPI is intended to transition ownership and management of twelve City apartment complexes to the private sector while preserving the City’s inventory of rental housing units; and

WHEREAS, private sector entities interested in acquiring City rental housing complexes will be selected through a Request for Proposals (RFP) process; and
WHEREAS, a selection committee will be formed to evaluate proposals received through the RFP process; and
WHEREAS, members of the selection committee will include the Deputy Managing Director, the Deputy Directors of the Departments of Budget and Fiscal Services and Facility Maintenance, Ms. Cat Wong of the Ohana Housing Network Oahu, and a Council designated member; and
WHEREAS, the Council desires to designate a member to serve on the selection committee and has reviewed the qualifications and character of its designee; now, therefore,
BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City and County of Honolulu that this body designates Mr. Patrick T. Kubota to serve on the HAHPI selection committee; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Council expresses its gratitude and appreciation to Mr. Kubota for actively participating in city government; and

BE IT FINALLY RESOLVED that copies of this Resolution be transmitted to the Mayor, the Director of Community Services, and to Mr. Patrick T. Kubota.
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
