AUTHORIZING THE CITY AND COUNTY OF HONOLULU TO EXECUTE A MEMORANDUM OF AGREEMENT WITH THE CHAMINADE UNIVERSITY OF HONOLULU TO EXTEND THE FEE-BASED U-PASS PROJECT TO PROVIDE BUS PASSES TO ALL ENROLLED CHAMINADE UNIVERSITY OF HONOLULU STUDENTS AND EMPLOYEES. 

WHEREAS, Chapter 1, Article 8, Revised Ordinances of Honolulu 1990, as amended, requires that any intergovernmental agreement or any amendments thereto which place an obligation upon the City or any department or agency thereof shall require prior City Council consent and approval; and

WHEREAS, Section 13-2.1 (j) of the Revised Ordinances of Honolulu 1990, as amended, authorizes the City to enter into an agreement with colleges and universities for a public transportation pass program; 


WHEREAS, the City and the Chaminade University of Honolulu (“CUH”) share the desire to reduce single occupant vehicle commute trips and improve the mobility of students and employees to and from the CUH campus while contributing to the reduction of traffic; 
WHEREAS, the City provides regular bus service over established routes during published hours and at published frequencies; 

WHEREAS, such City bus service provides satisfactory means of transporting CUH students and employees to and from their places of residence and the CUH campus; 

WHEREAS, the use of City bus service by CUH students and employees is advantageous to CUH in terms of minimizing the need for CUH to construct costly parking facilities; 

WHEREAS, the City and CUH created a bus pass system in 2005 as an optional buy-in fee for CUH students at the cost of $100.00 per semester that had been successful for five years ("U-PASS"); 

WHEREAS, the City and CUH instituted a two-year (four semester) pilot program where CUH students and employees would pay a mandatory fee of a $30.00 per semester (Spring 2011, Fall 2011, Spring 2012, Fall 2012) for all students and employees to access City bus service;

WHEREAS, the Parties propose continuation of the U-PASS pilot program as an established U-PASS program commencing at the start of Spring 2013 and ending with the Spring 2014 semester at a fee of $30.00 per semester; now, therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City and County of Honolulu that it supports extending the proposed student and employee fee-based U-PASS program to provide bus passes to all enrolled CUH students and employees; and



BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the City is authorized to execute the Memorandum of Agreement to implement this project; and
