URGING THE STATE DEPARTMENT OF LAND AND NATURAL RESOURCES, DIVISION OF FORESTRY AND WILDLIFE, TO ENFORCE PIG HUNTING REGULATIONS ON PRIVATE AND PUBLIC LANDS IN THE CITY AND COUNTY 
OF HONOLULU.
WHEREAS, from time to time, illegal pig hunting occurs on private and public land in the City and County of Honolulu; and 

WHEREAS, such pig hunters disregard private property/no trespassing signs and enter residences’ backyards with hunting dogs to catch wild pigs; and

WHEREAS, pig hunters use at least three to seven dogs to help subdue the game mammals, which creates a safety issue for residents, as well as their pets; and

WHEREAS, State game mammal hunting rules require dogs to be kept under physical restraint and control at all times, except while hunting; and,
WHEREAS, the State Department of Land and Natural Resources, Division of Forestry and Wildlife (DLNR-DOFAW), Administrative Rules are set forth in Hawaii Administrative Rules (HAR) Chapter 13-123; and,
WHEREAS, Exhibits 3 and 4 of HAR Chapter 13‑123 indicate permitted hunting locations and methods on the island of Oahu and that certain locations are restricted to hunting with bow and arrows only and dogs are not permitted; and,
WHEREAS, HAR Section 13-123-8, Game mammals, states “Game mammals may be hunted with a valid hunting license and the landowner’s permission on private land throughout the year …”; and

WHEREAS, Hawaii Revised Statutes Chapter 183D-5, states “Any person who is convicted of violating any of the game laws of the State shall immediately have their hunting license forfeited and any person convicted for a second offense shall not be granted a license to hunt for a period of three years after the date of the second conviction”; and

WHEREAS, certain hunters are engaged in pig hunting without the landowner’s permission in the City and County of Honolulu and therefore in violation of the game laws of the State; now, therefore,

BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City and County of Honolulu that the State Department of Land and Natural Resources-Division of Forestry and Wildlife is urged to enforce pig hunting regulations on private and public land in the City and County of Honolulu; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the State DLNR-DOFAW is requested to amend HAR Section 13-123-8 to require that “game mammals may be hunted with a valid hunting license and the landowner’s written permission on private land throughout the year”, and further to include that “no hunting dogs shall be permitted within 500 yards of private residences in the City and County of Honolulu”; and

BE IT FINALLY RESOLVED that a copy of this Resolution be transmitted to the Mayor, the Chairperson of the State DLNR, and the Administrator of the State DLNR-DOFAW.
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
