The Park is widely used(throughthe years) by KamehamehaSchoolsstudents
and families for accessto Loko Ea Fishpondand the Park also servesas an important
parkingandrelaxationareafor canoepaddlers,standuppaddlers,and otherbeachusers.

My son attendsKamehamehaHigh School and worked as a volunteerLoko Ea
Fishpond. This Fishpond used in the summer by youth programs of Karnehameha
Schoolsand during regularschool studentsof Kamehamehaand it is still ause. My son
rememberedthe pond whenhe first went thereduring the summerprogramsover these
pastyearsand he recentlydid an outreachprogramat Loko Ea Fishpondwhile attending
KamehamehaHigh SchoolKapalamaCampus.Yes it is privateproperty,but it is oneof
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educationalandan existing pondof thepastto educationthepresentandfor thefutureof
our youth and generationsto come. To this wecommenton it’s widely useof the ponds
by the students and summerprogram sponsoredby KamehamehaSchools. Do not
confusemy statementswith semantics,

Public park land should not be for sale. Recentlyapprovedcommunityplans
designateHaleiwa Beach Park Mauka and the North Shore as importantrecreational
resourcesfor the people of Oahu. Pleasegive the community a chanceto continueto
partnerwith the City on the stewardshipof this 3.4 acrecoastalpark beforetaking the
drasticaction of closingit andselling it.

The very idea of selling any public lands for private development is not
pono. Public landsmustbe held in trust for thecommunityand thepublic at large. The
City and County of Honolulu also representand must be committedto we the peopleof
this amathat statesthat public landsarejust-NOT FORSALE!

TheIslandofOahu,landwise is not growingin size,but thepopulationis, andfor
generationsto come the population will only grow and more public lands will be
necessaryfor openspacenearthecoastallands. Truethe HonoluluCounty maynot have
the immediate funds to clear and improve this vacant parcel, but it can utilize the
communitiesand their organizationto plan monthly cleanup of the area.The volunteers
can assist in making this vacant parcel useful for the entire community at large as a
recreational,relaxing,and useful park for theentirepopulationof Islandersand visitors.

We understandthat the businessin theareaknow that the visitor industriespour
thousandsof dollars into oureconomy,that’s how privatebusinessbenefit. This is great
for the private businessindustry, but businessesthat needsbigger areasshould not be
taking public lands, for it is not the only answerto impact their ability to makemore
money.
