AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR OR MAYOR’S DESIGNEE TO APPLY FOR FUNDS FROM THE HAWAII INVASIVE SPECIES COUNCIL, STATE OF HAWAII DEPARTMENT OF LAND AND NATURAL RESOURCES, AND TO ENTER INTO AN INTERGOVERNMENTAL AGREEMENT WITH THE HAWAII INVASIVE SPECIES COUNCIL, STATE OF HAWAII DEPARTMENT OF LAND AND NATURAL RESOURCES FOR SAID FUNDS.


WHEREAS, Chapter 1, Article 8, Revised Ordinances of Honolulu 1990, requires that when carrying out any agreements, or any amendments thereto, which place an obligation upon the city or any department or agency thereof shall require prior city council’s consent and approval in the form of a resolution; and


WHEREAS, the Hawaii Invasive Species Council (HISC), administratively attached to the State of Hawaii Department of Land and Natural Resources (DLNR), was established for the special purpose of providing policy level direction, coordination, and planning among state departments, federal agencies, and international and local initiatives for the control and eradication of harmful invasive species infestations throughout the State and for preventing the introduction of other invasive species that may be potentially harmful under Hawaii Revised Statutes (HRS) Chapter 194; and 

WHEREAS, the HISC announced the availability of funds for project proposals supporting its Strategic Plan for fiscal year 2013 with a deadline of July 2, 2012; and


WHEREAS, HISC funds are awarded through a competitive process and require any interested party that is not an governmental agency to partner with a government agency who will apply for these funds; and 


WHEREAS, the Mayor’s Office of Economic Development (OED), in coordination with the City’s Agricultural Liaison, has supported diversified agriculture through its support of events, such as the Hawaii State Farm Fair, and through grants funding conservation planning and technical assistance to Oahu’s farmers; and
WHEREAS, the Oahu Resource Conservation and Development Council (ORC&D) approached the City, through OED, to be the government agency partner of ORC&D, and to apply for HISC funds for a project proposal to cultivate invasive species awareness among Oahu’s farmers and the City desires to apply for these HISC funds for this proposal; and 

WHEREAS, the City proposal titled “Cultivating Invasive Species Awareness Among Farmers” (Project) in the amount of $7,500 to provide three workshops to increase invasive species awareness and action among the agricultural community was submitted to HISC, a copy of both the HISC Project Proposal Announcement and the City Proposal are attached hereto as Exhibits A and B, respectively, and incorporated herein; and 


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City and County of Honolulu, State of Hawaii, that the City’s project proposal for HISC fiscal year 2013 funds from HISC be approved, that its submission to HISC be ratified, and that the Mayor or the Mayor’s designee, is hereby authorized, if HISC funds are awarded to the City, to enter into an intergovernmental agreement relating to the receipt, use and administration of said funds, as well as any other incidental agreements in connection therewith, or amendments thereto, as may be reasonably required, and to accept and expend such funds for the purposes described above; and


BE IT FINALLY RESOLVED by the Council that the Clerk be, and is hereby directed to transmit copies of this Resolution to the Mayor, Managing Director, and Director of the Office of Economic Development.
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
