NAMING THE BASEBALL FIELD AT HEEIA NEIGHBORHOOD PARK THE "ALICE PUALEILANI KĀNA‘E HEWETT BASEBALL FIELD."
WHEREAS, subsections (e) and (f) of Section 22-9.5 of the Revised Ordinances of Honolulu 1990, as amended ("ROH"), state:

(e) All naming or renaming of city parks, sites or facilities or any portion thereof shall be by resolution by the council of the City and County of Honolulu.  Approval for the erection or placement of permanent memorials shall be by resolution, provided that an appropriate budget ordinance has been enacted where required.

(f) The council may, on its own motion, designate a name for a new or existing park, site, facility, or any portion thereof, or memorial, consistent with the requirements set forth herein, by adoption of an appropriate resolution.
and

WHEREAS, additionally, Section 22-9.3(a)(3), ROH, states, in part:

(3) In exceptional cases, a new or existing park, site, facility or any portion thereof may be named for a person, or for a belief, ideal, concept or historical event of significance to the community, city, nation or world.

(B) In cases involving a living individual, that person shall have contributed 50 or more years of service to the community and only a portion of the park, site or facility may be named for the individual.

WHEREAS, Alice Pualeilani Kāna‘e Hewett, born on August 8, 1931, is a life long resident of the Heeia community, a graduate of the formerly named Benjamin Parker High School in Kaneohe, Hawaii, and a retiree of the City and County of Honolulu Department of Parks and Recreation; and


WHEREAS, Alice Pualeilani Kāna‘e Hewett, known as "Auntie Alice," raised nine children, including the respected kumu hula and native Hawaiian cultural leader Frank Kawaikapuokalani Hewett, 15 grandchildren and 12 great grandchildren in the Heeia community, many of whom still actively participate in community based sports organizations; and


WHEREAS, as a community volunteer for more than 50 years, Aunty Alice has devoted countless hours to community sports and recreational organizations, including the Kaneohe Little League, Kaneohe and Kahaluu Pop Warner Football, the Kaneohe Bobby Sox, the Kaneohe Canoe Club and the Police Activities League (PAL); and


WHEREAS, on January 23, 2008, the City and County of Honolulu presented Aunty Alice with an honorary certificate recognizing her significant contributions to the Kaneohe community and commending her particular service to Kaneohe sports, youth athletics and recreational activities; and


WHEREAS, on May 16, 2012, the 200 Club, a charitable organization which supports the City and County of Honolulu Police Department (HPD) and Fire Department, presented Aunty Alice with their annual Citizenship Award recognizing her 50 years of volunteer service to PAL, a youth sports and recreational community program within HPD; and


WHEREAS, the Heeia Neighborhood Park is a 3.97 acre park located at 46-220 Haiku Road, Kaneohe, Hawaii, with several facilities, including a baseball field; and

WHEREAS, naming the baseball field at the Heeia Neighborhood Park is an appropriate way to honor her years of service to the City and to the Kaneohe community; now, therefore,


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City and County of Honolulu that the baseball field at the Heeia Neighborhood Park be named the "Alice Pualeilani Kāna‘e Hewett Baseball Field"; and


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Council requests the City administration to erect appropriate signage and approves the placement of such signage at the park; and


BE IT FINALLY RESOLVED that copies of this Resolution be transmitted to the Mayor, the Director of Parks and Recreation, and Alice Pualeilani Kāna‘e Hewett.
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
