AUTHORIZING THE RECEIPT AND EXPENDITURE OF EMERGENCY SOLUTIONS GRANTS FUNDS IN EXCESS OF THE TOTAL AMOUNT APPROPRIATED BY ORDINANCE 11-11. 

WHEREAS, the City Council, through Ordinance 11-11, the Executive Capital Budget Ordinance for FY 2012, appropriated $611,498 in funding for the Emergency Solutions Grants (ESG) program; and


WHEREAS, Section 10(f) of Ordinance 11-11 states:

“( f )  The Council finds that the delay in program implementation incident to any reprogramming action, pursuant to certain Charter provisions involving Community Development Block Grant funds and/or HOME Investment Partnerships Program funds, or incident to any receipt of funds for these and via similar federal and state assistance programs, which Congress or the Legislature may enact from time to time, will jeopardize the availability and receipt of those funds.  Accordingly, notwithstanding subsection 10(e) of this ordinance and pursuant to Section 13-122, RCH, the Council hereby waives Sections 3-204, 9-105 and 9-106, RCH, and authorizes all such reprogramming actions or receipt and expenditure of such funds in excess of the total amount appropriated by this ordinance to be taken by Council resolution;” and 


WHEREAS, the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD) provided information that the City will receive an additional allocation of ESG funding for FY 2012 of $240,200; and


WHEREAS, the City needs to expend ESG funds in a timely manner to meet HUD requirements or risks losing ESG funding; now, therefore,

BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City and County of Honolulu that it hereby authorizes the receipt and expenditure of an additional $240,200 in ESG funds from HUD; and 


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Mayor, or his designee, is authorized to:

1. Accept, disburse, and expend additional ESG program funds for the projects and activities identified in the Action Plan, as approved by HUD ;

2. Execute such assurances, representations, or certifications as are required by HUD;


3. Furnish such additional information, data, and reports as may be required by HUD; and
4. Execute grant agreements on behalf of the City and County of Honolulu related to the additional ESG program funds with HUD; and
BE IT FINALLY RESOLVED that copies of this Resolution be transmitted to the Director of the Department of Community Services and the Director of the Department of Budget and Fiscal Services. 
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
