URGING THE APPOINTING AUTHORITY FOR THE NEIGHBORHOOD COMMISSION TO CONSIDER A POLICY PROHIBITING A MEMBER FROM SERVING ON BOTH THE NEIGHBORHOOD COMMISSION AND THE NEIGHBORHOOD BOARD CONCURRENTLY.
WHEREAS, Section 14-101, of the Revised Charter of Honolulu (Charter) 1973, as amended, recognizes that neighborhoods and neighborhood boards increase and assure effective citizen participation in the decisions of government; and

WHEREAS, Section 14-102 of the Charter provides that the Neighborhood Commission shall consist of nine members chosen from the City at large; and
WHEREAS, the Neighborhood Commission is required by Charter to assist in the formation, planning, operation, and evaluation of the neighborhood boards and to set up the neighborhood plan which defines the neighborhood system; and

WHEREAS, Section 14-102 of the Charter also provides that the Mayor and the presiding officer of the Council, with approval of the Council, shall each appoint four members to the Neighborhood Commission; and

WHEREAS, the Charter further requires that the ninth member of the Neighborhood Commission shall be appointed by the Mayor and confirmed by the Council and that he or she shall have served on a neighborhood board of at least one full term; and

WHEREAS, the Charter does not prohibit a member of the Neighborhood Commission from concurrently serving on a neighborhood board; and

WHEREAS, the Council believes that it is not in the best interest of the public to have a member serve on both the Neighborhood Commission and on a neighborhood board concurrently and understands that a Charter amendment would be a more appropriate means to resolve this issue in the future; now therefore,

BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City and County of Honolulu that it urges the appointing authority for the Neighborhood Commission to consider a policy prohibiting a member from serving on both the Neighborhood Commission and the neighborhood board concurrently to increase and assure effective citizen participation in City government; and
BE IT FINALLY RESOLVED that copies of this Resolution be transmitted to the Mayor, the Presiding Officer of the Council, and the Executive Director of the Neighborhood Commission.
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
