REQUESTING THE CITY ADMINISTRATION TO DETERMINE THE FEASIBILITY OF DEVELOPING A FILM PRODUCTION STUDIO IN CENTRAL OAHU.

WHEREAS, with a diverse array of scenic locations, the City and County of Honolulu ("city") is a popular place to film movies as well as other television, documentary, and commercial projects; and

WHEREAS, in addition to being a premiere filming location, the city hopes to be a film production center, as the film industry is a clean industry that provides unparalleled exposure and marketing opportunities, provides jobs for hundreds of city residents, offers special opportunities for high technology, and is an important part of the city's economic development; and
WHEREAS, the Hawaii Film Studio, the state-owned studio complex located in the Diamond Head area, has been home to television shows such as Hawaii Five-O, Magnum P.I., Baywatch Hawaii, Hawaii, North Shore, Lost, The River, and Last Resort, as well as feature films such as Fifty First Dates, Final Fantasy, The Rundown, Blue Crush, and Tears of the Sun; and
WHEREAS, although the Hawaii Film Studio offers production facilities at reasonable rates, it has been said that its current size and configuration can only support one major production at a time; and
WHEREAS, a variety of factors may limit the expansion of the current facility, including the Hawaii Film Studio's proximity to the Kapiolani Community College campus and the Diamond Head State Monument; and
WHEREAS, the development of a major film studio in Central Oahu would be a significant stimulus for employment and help attract major film and television productions to the city; now, therefore,
BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City and County of Honolulu that the  City Administration, through its Office of Economic Development, Department of Planning and Permitting and the Department of Enterprise Services, are requested to determine the feasibility of developing a film production studio facility in Central Oahu; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Administration is requested to report its findings and recommendations to the Council no later than 120 days following the adoption of this resolution, including any proposed legislation needed to implement the development of a film production facility in Central Oahu; and

BE IT FINALLY RESOLVED that copies of this Resolution be transmitted to the Mayor, the Managing Director, the Executive Director of the Office of Economic Development, the Director of the Department of Planning and Permitting, and the Director of Enterprise Services.
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
