RELATING TO THE BOARD OF WATER SUPPLY SEEKING PROPOSALS TO DEVELOP ITS BERETANIA PROPERTY 

WHEREAS, at the recommendation of the Council of the City and County of Honolulu (Council), the Board of Water Supply (BWS), City and County of Honolulu wishes to evaluate the potential for its Beretania property to generate lease revenue and other benefits that will reduce its reliance on water ratepayer generated funds to pay for the operational and capital improvement needs of the water systems; and

WHEREAS, with the support of the Council, the BWS plans to issue a Request for Proposal (RFP) to seek best value proposals from qualified developers rather than using a low bid or Invitation for Bid (IFB) process; and

WHEREAS, the BWS plans to select a developer who will be tasked with developing the approximately six (6) acre Beretania Street property and financing said development; and

WHEREAS, the development of the BWS Beretania property only makes sense if it benefits the customers of the municipal water systems that the BWS serves; and

WHEREAS, as part of the development, the BWS plans to maintain its presence on the property as the area is part of the Capital District and provides a centralized location for government; and

WHEREAS, the process to select a developer will follow the requirements of the Hawaii Public Procurement Code, Chapter 103D, Hawaii Revised Statutes; and
WHEREAS, the BWS Board has adopted a resolution to seek proposals to develop the Beretania property; now, therefore
BE IT RESOLVED by the Members of the Council of the City and County of Honolulu that it supports the BWS’s plan to issue an RFP to develop the BWS Beretania property, to remain on the property, and to only pursue the development if it is in the best interest of the Board of Water Supply; and

BE IT FINALLY RESOLVED that copies of this Resolution be transmitted to the Manager and Chief Engineer of the Board of Water Supply at 630 South Beretania Street, Honolulu, Hawaii, 96843.
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
