AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR OR THE MAYOR'S DESIGNEE TO ENTER INTO AN INTERGOVERNMENTAL AGREEMENT WITH THE UNITED STATES DEPARTMENT OF LABOR TO IMPLEMENT THE SERVING YOUNG ADULT EX-OFFENDERS THROUGH TRAINING AND SERVICE-LEARNING PROJECT (TSL).

WHEREAS, Chapter 1, Article 8, Revised Ordinances of Honolulu 1990, requires that intergovernmental agreements by the City with any other governmental or quasi-governmental agency shall first be presented to the City Council for its review and approval; and


WHEREAS, an executed copy of the intergovernmental agreement between the United States Department of Labor (USDOL) and the City to implement the Serving Young Adult Ex-Offenders Through Training and Service-Learning Project (TSL) is attached to this resolution as Exhibit 1; and

WHEREAS, the USDOL announced the availability of funds through its Solicitation for Grant Applications (SGA) for TSL grants pursuant to a Notice of Availability of Funds dated February 16, 2012, a copy of which is attached as Exhibit A to Exhibit 1 of this resolution; and


WHEREAS, the intergovernmental agreement to implement the TSL Project was executed on June 26, 2012 and has a start date of July 1, 2012; and


WHEREAS, even though the agreement has already been executed, the Department of Community Services deems it appropriate to submit the intergovernmental agreement to the City Council for approval; now, therefore,


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City and County of Honolulu that the Mayor, the Director of Community Services or the Director's designee are hereby authorized to enter into an intergovernmental agreement relating to the receipt, use, and administration of said funds, as well as any other incidental agreements in connection therewith, or amendments thereto, as may be reasonably required; and
