RESOLUTION

RELATING TO THE APPOINTMENT OF ETHEL L. FLEMING TO SERVE ON THE

WHEREAS, Section 6-1110 of the Revised Charter ("Charter") establishes the
Civil Service Commission ("Commission") consisting of five members appointed by the
Mayor and confirmed by the Council; and

WHEREAS, Section 6-1110 of the Charter describes the major duties of the
Commission as follows:

(a)  Advise the Mayor and the Director of Human Resources on
problems concerning personnel administration.

(b)  Advise and assist the director in fostering the interest of institutions
of learning and of civic, professional and employee organizations in the
improvement of personnel standards.

(c) Make any investigation which it may consider desirable concerning
personnel administration and report to the Mayor, at least once a year, its
findings, conclusions and recommendations. The Commission may appoint a
master and invest the master with power to conduct such investigations and
report thereon to the Commission.

(d) Hear appeals. The Commission may appoint a master and invest
the master with power to hear such appeals and report thereon to the
Commission.

(e)  Prescribe rules and regulations to carry out the provisions of this
chapter of the Charter.

WHEREAS, pursuant to Section 6-1110 of the Charter, Commission members
must believe in the principles of the merit system in public employment, and no more

than three members of the Commission may belong to the same political party; and

WHEREAS, Section 13-103 of the Charter requires a Commission member to be
a registered voter of the City; and
