Your Committee on Parks and Customer Services, to which was referred
Resolution 14-1 03 entitled:

“RESOLUTION RELATING TO THE ACCEPTANCE OF A GIFT TO THE CITY
FROM THE FAMILY AND FRIENDS OF JOANN B. BEST,”

introduced on May 13, 2014, reports as follows:

The purpose of this Resolution is to accept a gift of funds in the amount of
$3,006.00 from the family and friends of JoAnn B. Best to be used to purchase a standard
recycled park bench measuring five feet with back and arms, and to pay for the cost of
ground preparations, building of forms, and pouring of concrete to form a six feet by four
feet pad for the bench to be placed on and installed at Kailua Beach Park. A plaque with
an inscription to read, “Donated by the Family and Friends of JoAnn B. Best” will be
attached to the bench.

The Director of the Department of Parks and Recreation testified in support of the
Resolution and requested Council’s favorable consideration.

No public testimony was presented or received on this Resolution. -
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Your Committee received three written testimony in support of Resolution 14-103
from members of the public.

Section 13-113 of the Revised Charter of the City and County of Honolulu 1973, as
amended, provides asfollows:

The Council, on behalf of the City, may accept gifts or donations of money,
securities or other personal property or of real estate or any interest in real
estate.

To implement this Charter provision, the Council adopted Resolution 05-349, CDI,
FD1, which establishes guidelines for the solicitation and receipt of gifts by executive
agencies.

Your Committee finds that acceptance of this gift conforms with the applicable
provisions of Resolution 05-349, CD1, FD1, and that this gift will benefit the people of the
City and County of Honolulu. -

Your Committee on Parks and Customer Services is in accord with the intent and
purpose of Resolution 14-103 and recommends its adoption. (Ayes: Chang, Fukunaga,
Harirnoto, Menor, Manahan —5; Noes — None.)
