ACCEPTING A GIFT TO THE CITY AND COUNTY OF HONOLULU FROM THE CITY OF PALO ALTO OFFICE OF THE CITY AUDITOR TO PAY FOR THE COST OF ONE PEER TEAM MEMBER TO TRAVEL FROM HONOLULU TO PERFORM A PEER REVIEW.
WHEREAS, Section 13-113 of the Revised Charter of Honolulu, as amended, states that the Council, on behalf of the City and County of Honolulu ("City"), may accept gifts or donations of money, securities or other personal property or of real estate or any interest in real estate; and
WHEREAS, Resolution 05-349, CD1, FD1, establishes guidelines for the solicitation and acceptance of gifts donated to the City; and

WHEREAS, Resolution 05-349, CD1, FD1, requires the Council to formally accept a gift of cash or tangible property before it may be expended or used by the City; and

WHEREAS, the National Association of Local Government Auditors (ALGA) has assembled a peer review team to conduct a peer review of the City of Palo Alto Office of the City Auditor, located in Palo Alto, California, from November 3, 2014 to November 7, 2014; and
WHEREAS, the City of Palo Alto Office of the City Auditor will donate funds up to $3,000 to pay for the cost of lodging, ground transportation, meals, and other incidental expenses via reimbursement to the Association of Local Government Auditors for one peer team member to travel from Honolulu to perform the peer review at 250 Hamilton Avenue, Palo Alto, California; and


WHEREAS, the description and value of the gift are set forth in the Declaration of Gift (Exhibit A), attached hereto and incorporated herein; now, therefore,

BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City and County of Honolulu that it accepts the gift to the City from the City of Palo Alto Office of the City Auditor for reimbursement to the Association of Local Government Auditors to pay for the cost of lodging, ground transportation, meals, and other incidental expenses for one peer team member to travel from Honolulu to conduct a peer review of the City of Palo Alto Office of the City Auditor from November 3, 2014 to November 7, 2014; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that no special treatment or consideration will be given the donor by the City as a result of the gift; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Council expresses its appreciation to the City of Palo Alto Office of the City Auditor for this gift to the City; and

BE IT FINALLY RESOLVED that copies of this Resolution be transmitted to the City Auditor of the City and County of Honolulu and the City of Palo Alto Office of the City Auditor, 250 Hamilton Avenue, Palo Alto, California 94301.
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
