AUTHORIZING THE DIRECTOR OF THE DEPARTMENT OF FACILITY MAINTENANCE OF THE CITY AND COUNTY OF HONOLULU OR THE DIRECTOR’S DESIGNEE TO ENTER INTO A MEMORANDUM OF AGREEMENT WITH THE STATE DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION FOR REIMBURSEMENT FOR PARTICIPATION IN HAWAII LOCAL TECHNICAL ASSISTANCE PROGRAM ACTIVITIES.

WHEREAS, Chapter 1, Article 8, Revised Ordinances of Honolulu 1990, as amended, requires that any intergovernmental agreement or amendment thereto which places an obligation on the City or any department or agency thereof, receive the prior consent and approval of the Council of the City and County of Honolulu; and

WHEREAS, the State Department of Transportation (“DOT”) administers and manages the federally assisted Hawaii Local Technical Assistance Program (“LTAP”) which is part of a national effort created by the Federal Highway Administration to provide local agencies with information and training programs to address the maintenance of local roadways and bridges; and

WHEREAS, DOT is willing to provide and the City is willing to accept financial support of the City’s hosting of and/or staff attendance of and participation in various transportation related training, technology transfer, work force development, technical conferences, peer exchanges, and networking activities on a reimbursement basis pursuant to the Memorandum of Agreement (attached hereto as Exhibit “A” and by reference incorporated herein); and

WHEREAS, the City’s participation in LTAP shall improve the skills and increase the knowledge of the City’s transportation workforce and decision makers, fostering a safe, efficient, and environmentally sound surface transportation system; now, therefore,

BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City and County of Honolulu that the Director of the Department of Facility Maintenance or the Director’s designee is authorized to enter into an agreement with the State Department of Transportation in substantially the form attached hereto as Exhibit “A”, for reimbursement for participation in activities sponsored under the Hawaii Local Technical Assistance Program as well as any other incidental or related agreements in connection thereto as may reasonably be required; and

BE IT FINALLY RESOLVED that the City Clerk is hereby directed to transmit a certified copy of this Resolution to the Director, Department of Facility Maintenance, 1000 Uluohia Street, Suite 215, Kapolei, Hawaii  96707; and the Director, State of Hawaii, Department of Transportation, 869 Punchbowl Street, Honolulu, Hawaii  96813.
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
