URGING THE CITY ADMINISTRATION TO INITIATE THE SALE OR LEASE OF "PHASE IV" OF KAHUKU VILLAGE.


WHEREAS, in 1985, the City acquired 54 acres of land in Kahuku from the Campbell Estate with community development block grant funds because of concerns over the negative impacts of the closure of the Kahuku Sugar Mill, including the potential displacement of families living on leased plantation land; and


WHEREAS, following acquisition of the land, the City entered into a lease and agreement with the Kahuku Village Association, a private nonprofit organization, for implementation of the Kahuku Village conversion project; and


WHEREAS, the conversion project had four phases, and the first three phases which included 109 lots mauka of Kamehameha Highway, were completed in the early 1990s; and


WHEREAS, "Phase IV," which includes 177 lots with purchaser agreements makai of Kamehameha Highway, however, experienced major problems due to post-1991 flooding concerns and additional offsite required improvements, and because of these problems, the subdivision has not been completed; and


WHEREAS, the Council approved Resolution 06-131, requesting that the City Administration commence planning for the subdivision, improvement, and conveyance of Phase IV to residents, with preference given to former Kahuku Village residents and their dependents; and


WHEREAS, the Mayor responded to Resolution 06-131 (MM-12 (2007)) stating that due to flooding affecting the area of the proposed subdivision, the City would not move forward as requested by the Resolution; and


WHEREAS, portions of Kahuku Village Phase IV may be outside of the floodplain and this area could be redeveloped to support affordable housing; and

WHEREAS, any prior commitments made by the City must be upheld and any deposits collected from tenants and others for lots in Phase IV must be maintained in the development of Phase IV; and


WHEREAS, the Ko'olau Loa Sustainable Communities Plan includes a principle to encourage and support affordable housing in the region and identifies the 177 lots of Phase IV as part of the rural community boundary area; and


WHEREAS, the City Administration has recently considered publication of a Request for Proposals to lease Kahuku Village Phase IV for the purpose of developing affordable housing to a qualified nonprofit organization; now, therefore,


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City and County of Honolulu that the City Administration is requested to initiate the sale or lease of the real property known as "Phase IV" of Kahuku Village to a nonprofit organization for an affordable housing project; and


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that any sale or lease of Kahuku Village Phase IV honor all agreements with the Kahuku Village Association and current tenants and remain affordable in perpetuity; and


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that any residents of Phase IV living in areas restricted from redevelopment be permitted to remain in place for their lifetime; and

BE IT FINALLY RESOLVED that a copy of this Resolution be transmitted to the Mayor, the Managing Director, and the Director of Community Services.
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
