REQUESTING THAT THE DEPARTMENT OF PLANNING AND PERMITTING SUBMIT TO THE COUNCIL QUARTERLY REPORTS FOR SETTLEMENTS OF ACCRUED CIVIL FINES FOR VIOLATIONS OF THE CITY'S LAND USE ORDINANCE AND GRADING, GRUBBING, AND STOCKPILING REGULATIONS.
WHEREAS, the Land Use Ordinance authorizes the Department of Planning and Permitting (DPP) to issue notice of violations and impose civil fines for land use violations; and
WHEREAS, similarly, Revised Ordinances of Honolulu 1990, as amended, Chapter 14, Articles 13 to 16, authorizes the DPP to issue notice of violations and impose civil fines for violations of the City's grading, grubbing and stockpiling regulations; and

WHEREAS, when civil fines for such violations are imposed, it is a common practice by DPP to negotiate a settlement with the violator for an amount that may be considerably less than the accrued amount of the civil fine; and
WHEREAS, one of the reasons the foregoing ordinances provides for imposition of civil fines is to prevent violations of such ordinances; and
WHEREAS, the Council is concerned that when accrued civil fines for land use or grading, grubbing and stockpiling violations are settled for a fraction of the accrued total, the threat of civil fines no longer serves as a deterrent for violations; and
WHEREAS, the Council wishes to be kept apprised of settlements of civil fines for land use and grading, grubbing, and stockpiling violations; now, therefore,

BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City and County of Honolulu that the Department of Planning and Permitting is requested to submit to the Council quarterly reports of settled civil fines for violations of the City's Land Use Ordinance and grading, grubbing, and stockpiling regulations; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the quarterly report include, at minimum, the nature of the violation, duration of the violation, location of the violation, total amount of accrued civil fines, and the settlement amount; and

BE IT FINALLY RESOLVED that copies of this Resolution be transmitted to the Mayor, the Managing Director, and the Director of the Department of Planning and Permitting.
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
