PROPOSING AN AMENDMENT TO THE SUBDIVISION ORDINANCE RELATING TO THE NAMING OF CITY PARKS, SITES AND FACILITIES.
WHEREAS, ROH Section 22-9.3 requires that a person either be deceased or to have contributed at least 50 years of service to the community in order for a park, site, or facility to be named in their honor; and

WHEREAS, the Council believes that there are exceptional persons who may not meet the current criteria, but nonetheless have contributed greatly to the community and deserve recognition, and that naming a portion of a city park, site or facility would be an appropriate way to recognize the contributions of such persons; and

WHEREAS, Section 6-1503 of the Revised Charter of the City and County of Honolulu 1973, as amended ("RCH"), requires the Director of Planning and Permitting to prepare amendments to the land subdivision code; and

WHEREAS, the land subdivision code of the City and County of Honolulu ("city") is codified as Chapter 22, Revised Ordinances of Honolulu 1990, as amended ("ROH"); and


WHEREAS, ROH Chapter 2, Article 24, establishes procedures and deadlines for the processing of Council proposals to revise or amend the general plan, the development plans, the zoning ordinances, and the subdivision ordinance, and clarifies the responsibility of the Director of Planning and Permitting to assist the Council in adequately preparing its proposals for processing; now, therefore,


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City and County of Honolulu that the Director of Planning and Permitting is directed, pursuant to RCH Section 6‑1503, and ROH Chapter 2, Article 24, to process the proposed amendment to Chapter 22, ROH 1990 (the Subdivision Ordinance), attached hereto as Exhibit "A," in the same manner as if the proposal had been proposed by the Director; and


BE IT FINALLY RESOLVED that, pursuant to ROH Chapter 2, Article 24, the Clerk shall transmit copies of this Resolution and the Exhibit attached hereto to the Director of Planning and Permitting and shall advise the Director in writing of the date by which the Director's report and accompanying proposed ordinance are required to be submitted to the Council.
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EXHIBIT A

RELATING TO NAMES FOR CITY PARKS, SITES AND FACILITIES.

BE IT ORDAINED by the People of the City and County of Honolulu:


SECTION 1.  Purpose.  The purpose of this ordinance is to authorize the City Council to approve the naming of parks, sites and facilities for exceptional persons as deemed worthy by the Council.
SECTION 2.  Section 22-9.3, Revised Ordinances of Honolulu 1990 ("Naming of city parks, sites and facilities"), is amended by amending subsection (a) to read as follows:
"(a)
The names of all city parks, sites and facilities shall be determined in accordance with requirements set forth herein:
(1)
Existing city parks, sites and facilities may retain the name which has been historically accepted through common usage.
(2)
New or existing parks, sites and facilities may be named:
(A)
For the neighborhood, community, district or region in which the park, site or facility is located;

(B)
After the primary street which it abuts; or

(C)
In the Hawaiian language with a name which describes the site or its use, function or purpose.

(3)
In exceptional cases, a new or existing park, site, facility or any portion thereof may be named for a person, or for a belief, ideal, concept or historical event of significance to the community, city, nation or world.

(A)
In cases involving a deceased individual, that person shall meet one or more of the following criteria:

(i)
The person has a significant association with the park, site, or facility;

(ii)
The person has contributed significantly to the community or area in which the park, site or facility is located;

(iii)
The person has achieved significant recognition historically on the city, state, national or international level; [or]
(vi)
The person has been honored for service with the armed forces of the United States of [America.] America; or
(v)
The person is deemed worthy of recognition for any other reason as determined by the council.

(B)
In cases involving a living individual, [that person shall have contributed 50 or more years of service to the community and only a portion of the park, site or facility may be named for the individual.] that person shall meet one or both of the following criteria:
(i)
The person shall have contributed 50 or more years of service to the community; or

(ii)
The person is deemed worthy of recognition for any other reason as determined by the council."

SECTION 3.  Ordinance material to be repealed is bracketed and new material is underscored.  When revising, compiling or printing this ordinance for inclusion in the Revised Ordinances of Honolulu, the revisor of ordinances need not include the brackets, the bracketed material or the underscoring.

SECTION 4.  This ordinance takes effect upon its approval.
