AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR OR THE MAYOR’S DESIGNEE TO ENTER INTO AN INTERGOVERNMENTAL AGREEMENT WITH THE HAWAII EMPLOYER-UNION HEALTH BENEFITS TRUST FUND, STATE OF HAWAII.
           WHEREAS, Chapter 1, Article 8, Revised Ordinances of Honolulu 1990, as amended, requires that any intergovernmental agreement or amendment thereto, which places an obligation on the City or any department or agency thereof, receive the prior consent and approval of the City Council; and

WHEREAS, Section 6202 of the Omnibus Budget Reconciliation Act of 1989 requires the Internal Revenue Service (IRS), Social Security Administration (SSA) and Center for Medicare and Medicaid Services (CMS) to share information that each agency has about whether Medicare beneficiaries or their spouses are working; and


WHEREAS, the process of data sharing is called the IRS-SSA-CMS Data Match, and its purpose is to identify situations where another payer may be primary to Medicare; and


WHEREAS, the IRS-SSA-CMS Data Match requires employers to complete a questionnaire that requests group health plan coverage information on workers who are either entitled to Medicare or married to a Medicare beneficiary, in order to identify the primary and secondary payers for medical services provided to a Medicare beneficiary; and


WHEREAS, data is also needed for the IRS Form W-2, Box 12, on the cost of employer-sponsored health coverage; and


WHEREAS, there are penalties for noncompliance with the federal reporting requirements; and


WHEREAS, the Hawaii Employer-Union Health Benefits Trust Fund (EUTF) is able to provide the above information to the City after the City enters into a Confidentiality Agreement with the EUTF regarding protected health information; now, therefore,

BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City and County of Honolulu, that the Mayor or the Mayor’s authorized designee is hereby authorized to enter into an agreement with the EUTF in substantially the form attached hereto as Exhibit A, as well as any other incidental or related agreements in connection thereto as may reasonably be required, provided that such incidental or related agreements do not incur additional obligations on the part of the City; and 


BE IT FINALLY RESOLVED that copies of this Resolution be transmitted to the Mayor, the Director of Budget and Fiscal Services, the Director of Human Resources, and Hawaii Employer-Union Health Benefits Trust Fund, 201 Merchant Street, Suite 1520, Honolulu, Hawaii 96813.
