APPROVING AN EXTENSION OF TIME TO OBTAIN A BUILDING PERMIT FOR THE REDEVELOPMENT OF APPROXIMATELY 4.153 ACRES WITH A MIXED USE RETAIL, RESORT, AND RESIDENTIAL PROJECT IN WAIKIKI, OAHU, UNDER THE PLANNED DEVELOPMENT-RESORT CONCEPTUAL PLAN APPROVAL GRANTED BY RESOLUTION 10-211, CD1, FD1.

WHEREAS, by Resolution 10-211, CD1, FD1, adopted on August 18, 2010, the Council approved a conceptual plan for a Planned Development-Resort (PD-R) project to redevelop approximately 4.2 acres of land with a mixed use hotel and residential project in the Kalakaua-Kaiulani area of Waikiki (the Project).  The Project will include the demolition of two existing hotel towers, renovation of another, and development of a new 34-story tower consisting of 210 hotel units and 61 dwelling units, on a two-story commercial podium that will include retail establishments, restaurants, parking spaces, recreational amenities, and back-of-house facilities to service the Project.  The Project area is identified as Tax Map Key: 2-6-22: 1 and 41; and

WHEREAS, Condition 15 of the PD-R conceptual plan approval resolution requires that the Applicant obtain a building permit for the proposed development within five years of the date of the resolution.  Condition 15 further provides that the Department of Planning and Permitting (DPP) may extend this period if the Applicant demonstrates good cause, but the period shall not be extended beyond one year from the initial deadline without the approval of the Council, which may grant or deny the approval in its complete discretion; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to Condition 15, the DPP granted a one-year extension of the deadline to August 18, 2016; and

WHEREAS, the Applicant, Kyo-ya Kaiulani, LLC, has requested an additional three-year extension to obtain a building permit so that the Project can be completed as originally proposed; and 

WHEREAS, the Council finds good cause has been demonstrated for the extension; now, therefore,


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City and County of Honolulu that the deadline to obtain a building permit under Condition 15 of the approval granted by Resolution 10-211, CD1, FD1, is hereby extended to August 18, 2019; and 


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that any further extensions of this deadline shall require the approval of the Council pursuant to the procedures set forth in Condition 15 of the said approval; and
