RELATING TO THE ACCEPTANCE OF A GIFT TO THE CITY FROM KAISER PERMANENTE HAWAII THROUGH THE KAISER FOUNDATION HEALTH PLAN.

WHEREAS, Section 13-113 of the Revised Charter of the City and County of Honolulu provides for the acceptance of gifts to the City by the Council of the City and County of Honolulu; and


WHEREAS, Resolution 05-349, CD1, FD1, establishes a policy of the Council for the solicitation and acceptance of gifts donated to City executive agencies; and


WHEREAS, the policy provides for acceptance of the gift by affirmative action by the Council; and

WHEREAS, the policy provides that an executive agency may request the Council's immediate consideration of a request for acceptance of a gift to the City to allow the agency's time-sensitive expenditure of the gift; and


WHEREAS, through a letter from the Director of the Department of Transportation Services (DTS), approved by the Managing Director (D-818, 2014), DTS submitted a request to the Council for acceptance of a cash gift in the amount of $25,000 (Twenty-five thousand and No/Dollars) for the planning and convening of a Senior Summit in Honolulu in February 2015; and


WHEREAS, the description and value of the gift are set forth in the Declaration of Gift attached hereto as Exhibit A and incorporated herein; now, therefore,


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City and County of Honolulu that this body accept the cash gift in the amount of $25,000 (Twenty-five thousand and No/Dollars) from Kaiser Permanente Hawaii through the Kaiser Foundation Health Plan, as more fully described in the above-mentioned letter; and


BE IT FINALLY RESOLVED that copies of this Resolution be transmitted to the Director of the Department of Transportation Services and Kaiser Permanente Hawaii, and to such other agencies as may be necessary.
