RECOMMENDING APPOINTEES TO THE HAWAII COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT AUTHORITY.

WHEREAS, Section 206E-3(a), Hawaii Revised Statutes ("HRS"), establishes the Hawaii Community Development Authority ("HCDA"); and

WHEREAS, the HCDA is responsible for determining community development programs and cooperating with private enterprise and federal, state and county governments to bring plans to fruition in established community development districts; and

WHEREAS, on Oahu, the HCDA currently exercises jurisdiction over the Heeia Community Development District, the Kakaako Community Development District, and the Kalaeloa Community Development District; and

WHEREAS, Act 61 (Session Laws of Hawaii, Regular Session of 2014 "SLH 2014"), effective July 1, 2014, amends Chapter 206E, HRS, by, among other provisions, including the following amendments:
1. Establishing a board for each of the three community development districts headed by nine voting members;
2. Providing that three of the voting members within each community development district board are representatives of the districts nominated by the County Council; and
3. Specifying that these representative members shall be:  a) For the Heeia Community Development District, two residents of that district or the Koolaupoko District, which consists of sections 1 through 9 of zone 4 of the first tax map key division, and one owner of a small business or one officer or director of a nonprofit organization in the Heeia Community Development District or Koolaupoko District; b) For the Kalaeloa Community Development District, two residents of the Ewa Zone (zone 9, sections 1 through 2) or the Waianae Zone (zone 8, sections 1 through 9) of the first tax map key division, and one owner of a small business or one officer or director of a nonprofit organization in the Ewa or Waianae Zone; and c) For the Kakaako Community Development District, two residents of the district and one owner of a small business or one officer or director of a nonprofit organization in the district (Section 3, Act 61, SLH 2014; Section 206E-3(b), HRS);
and
WHEREAS, the nine representatives of the three respective community development districts shall each be appointed by the governor from a list of three nominees submitted for each position by the County Council (Section 3, Act 61, SLH 2014; Section 206E-3(b), HRS); and

WHEREAS, Act 61 provides that the term of office of each existing member of the HCDA in office as of June 30, 2014 shall terminate on March 1, 2015 and further, that the County Council shall submit lists of three nominees for each appointment subject to the Council's nominating authority from which the Governor shall make appointments no later than January 29, 2015 (Section 13, Act 61, SLH); now, therefore,
BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City and County of Honolulu that this body recommends that the Governor consider the appointment of the following nominees, based on their residency in the Heeia Community Development District or the Koolaupoko District, as representatives on the HCDA's Heeia Community Development District Board:
