Our Complete Streets ordinance, brought into law by passage of Bill 26 in

2012, is widely regarded a model for best practices. Through making a
Complete Streets approach a part of every project, the ordinance is making our
streets safer for those that walk, bike, and drive in a time and cost efficient

manner.

In requiring that the Complete Streets Checklist and Complete Streets design
standards, guidelines, and manuals be brought before the Council, we urge
that sufficient time be provided for this requirement to be satisfied. Under our
existing Complete Streets ordinance, all roadway projects are Complete
Streets projects, therefore if this bill were to pass without a compliance date,
all roadway projects would have to halt.
