BE IT ORDAINED by the People of the City and County of Honolulu:

SECTION 1. The purpose of this ordinance is to amend the register of
exceptional trees.

SECTION 2. Section 41 -1 3.7, Revised Ordinances of Honolulu 1990, is
amended to read as follows:

“Sec. 41 -1 3.7 Register of exceptional trees.
