RESOLUTION

ADOPTING A REVISION TO THE PUBLIC INFRASTRUCTURE MAP FOR THE
CENTRAL QAHU SUSTAINABLE COMMUNITIES PLAN AREA.

WHEREAS, Resolution 03-63, CDI, adopted the Public Infrastructure Map
(‘VIM’) for the Central Oahu Sustainable Communities Plan area; and

WHEREAS, Section 4-8.1(c), Revised Ordinances of Honolulu 1990 (“ROH”),
provides that PIMs must include symbols showing the general locations of major public
infrastructure; and

WHEREAS, two projects have been proposed as follows: 1) the construction of a
dog park to include activity areas for large and small dogs, trash and sanitary
containers, drinking fountains for dogs and handlers, and other amenities needed by
park users in Patsy T. Mink Central Oahu Regional Park (“CORP”); and 2) the
expansion of existing parking facilities in CORP to provide much-needed parking to
meet the increasing demand by park users, including sports teams and athletes of all
ages and levels, spectators, and the community; and

WHEREAS, this proposal would be consistent with the General Plan, the Central
Oahu Sustainable Communities Plan, and the appropriate functional plans; and

WHEREAS, ROH Chapter 4, Article 8, provides that the Department of Planning
and Permitting shall have 75 days following introduction of this resolution to review this
proposal, consult with other governmental agencies and with appropriate community
organizations, and prepare a report making a recommendation to the Council; and

WHEREAS, ROH Chapter 4, Article 8, further provides that unless a report is
received by the Council, no action on the resolution shall be taken prior to the expiration
of the 75 days except on a motion supported by two-thirds of the entire membership of
the Council; and

WHEREAS, the PIM for the Central Oahu Sustainable Communities Plan area
has a Park symbol (“P”) for the Patsy T. Mink Central Oahu Regional Park that was
carried over from the Central Oahu Development Plan Public Facilities Map, which
symbol is no longer needed since the park has been largely completed; now, therefore,

BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City and County of Honolulu that the
Public Infrastructure Map for the Central Oahu Sustainable Communities Plan area be
revised to amend the Park symbol for the Patsy T. Mink Central Oahu Regional Park to
a Park/Modify symbol (“PIM”) for the Construction of a dog park and the expansion of
existing parking facilities, the locations of which are generally and Conceptually shown
in Exhibit A; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED by the Council that the P/M symbol be deleted
from the Public Infrastructure Map by administrative procedure once completion of the
project has been certified in writing by the applicant/agency to the Department of
Planning and Permitting and the Council; and

BE IT FINALLY RESOLVED that copies of this resolution be transmitted to the
Directors of Planning and Permitting, Design and Construction, and Parks and
Recreation.
