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9. BILL 39 (2018) – DEPARTMENT OF CUSTOMER SERVICES.  Updating 
Chapter 2, Article 21, Revised Ordinances of Honolulu 1990 relating to the 
“Municipal Reference and Records Center.  (Transmitted by Communication D-262)  
(Bill passed first reading on 6/6/18.) 

 
 PROPOSED CD1 TO BILL 39 (2018) (Submitted by Councilmember Kobayashi) – 

The CD1 (OCS2018-0580/6/14/2018 9:55 AM) makes the following amendments: 
 

A. Deletes SECTION 2 of the bill. 
 
B. Revises the bill to make the proposed amendments by repealing Article 21 of 

Chapter 2 (new SECTION 2 of the bill) and then adding a new Article 21, 
entitled "Department of Customer Services," with a new ROH Section 2-21.1, 
entitled "Municipal Reference and Records Center," and containing the 
amended language relating to that agency (new SECTION 3 of the bill). This 
makes the article more consistent with other articles in Chapter 2, which are 
generally named for City departments, rather than for their subsidiary 
agencies. 

 
C. Deletes the Ramseyer section (former bill SECTION 4) as it is no longer 

needed. Renumbers the subsequent section accordingly. 
 
D. Makes miscellaneous technical and nonsubstantive amendments.
