RESOLUTION 18-146 — GIFT FROM SHINNYO-EN HAWAII. Accepting the gift of
cash in the amount of $14,136 from Shinnyo-En Hawaii. (Transmitted by
Communication D-441)

RESOLUTION 18-155-BANYAN TREE AT 965 PROSPECT STREET. Resolving
that the Department of Facility Maintenance continues to work cooperatively to
address concerns of all parties involved.

BILL 39 (2018), CD1 — DEPARTMENT OF CUSTOMER SERVICES. Updating
Chapter 2, Article 21, Revised Ordinances of Honolulu 1990 relating to the
“Municipal Reference and Records Center. (Bill passed second reading on
7/11/18.)

BILL 54 (2018) — AGE-FRIENDLY HONOLULU. Establishing an age-friendly City
program within the City and County of Honolulu. (Transmitted by Communication
D-448) (Bill passed first reading on 7/11/18.)

PROPOSED CD1 TO BILL 54 (2018) (Submitted by Councilmember Kobayashi) —
The CD1 (OCS2018-0686/7/13/2018 4:04 PM) makes the following amendments:

A. Specifies Chapter 2, Revised Ordinances of Honolulu 1990, as the chapter to
which the new article will be added and makes conforming amendments
throughout the bill.

B. Amends the definition of "action plan" in proposed ROH Section 2-__.1 to
include future revisions or updates to the plan published in June 2015 and
amends the definition of "directors" to ensure that the term includes those
department heads whose title is something other than "director” (e.g. the
Chief of Police, the Corporation Counsel and the Chief Engineer of the
Department of Facility Maintenance).

C. Adds a definition for "age-friendly city" to proposed ROH Section 2-__.1 to
read as follows:

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"Age-friendly city" means an inclusive and accessible urban or suburban
environment that encourages active and healthy aging, as elaborated in the
action plan.

D. Consolidates material regarding the purpose of the age-friendly city program
in proposed ROH Section 2-__.2(b) and provides additional information on
the historical antecedents of the program.

E. Adds the term "evaluation” to the aspects of programs, services, facilities,
and projects to be guided by the age-friendly city concept, and into which
age-friendly city features will be incorporated, in proposed ROH
Sections 2-___.2(b) and 2-___.3(a).

F. Substitutes the phrase "with the age-friendly city concept and with the
age-friendly city goals and strategies as elaborated in the action plan” for
"with age-friendly policies and principles" in proposed ROH Section 2-___.3(c).

G. Deletes proposed ROH Section 2-__.3(d) and moves its contents into a new
proposed ROH Section 2-__ .3(b)(3).

H. Clarifies in proposed ROH Section 2-__ .4 that annual reports will be made
"[flor each fiscal year commencing subsequent to the enactment of this
ordinance" regarding each department's compliance with the age-friendly city
program during the prior fiscal year and makes conforming amendments
throughout the section.

Deletes SECTION 3 of the bill, moves its contents to a new proposed ROH
Section 2-___.3(d), and amends it to read as follows:

Within six months of the enactment of this ordinance, the directors shall
establish and begin to apply to the activities of their departments age-friendly
checklists, administrative procedures, and metrics as set forth in subsection
(b) of this section. Where age-friendly checklists, administrative procedures,
and metrics are already in use, they shall be updated within this period.

J. Deletes SECTION 4 of the bill, moves its contents to a new proposed ROH
Section 2-___.3(e), and amends it to read as follows:

Within one year of the enactment of this ordinance, the directors shall review
existing ordinances, codes, subdivision standards, rules, policies, plans, and
design guidelines, assess their consistency with the age-friendly city concept
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and with the age-friendly city goals and strategies as elaborated in the action
plan, and initiate any updates needed to achieve compliance with subsection
(c) of this section.

K. Renumbers SECTION 5 of the bill to reflect the deletion of SECTIONS 3 and
4.

L. Makes miscellaneous technical and nonsubstantive amendments.
