1. BILL 1 (2017) – COMMITTEE REPORT 245    
 

REVISED KOOLAU LOA SUSTAINABLE COMMUNITIES PLAN.  Repealing the 
existing Sustainable Communities Plan (SCP) for Koolau Loa, Article 7,  
Chapter 24, Revised Ordinances of Honolulu 1990, and adopting a new Article 7 
incorporating the revised Koolau Loa SCP. 
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 Administration/Others 
 
 Kathy Sokugawa, Acting Director, Department of Planning and Permitting 
 
Committee Chair Anderson provided a brief background on the Koolau Loa 
Sustainable Communities Plan and offered proposed amendments to the Bill and 
the Plan, as detailed in Communications CC-205, CC-208, and CC-215.  He noted 
that the Plan has evolved from an originally proposed 875-home subdivision 
encompassing 300 acres to 200 homes in north Laie and additional housing on the 
Brigham Young University Hawaii (BYUH) campus.  The Committee Chair 
emphasized that the Plan no longer includes any development in Malaekahana. 
 

RECESS / RECONVENE 
 
At this juncture, Committee Chair Anderson called for a brief recess at 10:15 a.m.; the 
meeting was reconvened at 10:20 a.m. and discussion continued. 

 
Acting Director Sokugawa testified in support of the proposed amendments to the 
Bill and the Plan.  She noted that, although the amendments do not include the 
housing that the Department originally proposed to help alleviate the overwhelming 
need for housing in the community, the DPP is deferring to the Council on the 
issue. 
 
The Acting Director noted that small, additional updates to the Plan may be 
necessary to address laws that have been passed since the Plan’s introduction.  
 
Committee Chair Anderson stated that the goal of the proposed amendments was 
to provide the community with additional housing opportunities while ensuring that 
Malaekahana was protected from future residential development.  The Committee 
Chair emphasized that the proposed amendments do not include any additional 
housing in Malaekahana.

In response to Committee Chair Anderson’s question regarding access to 
kuleana properties, Mr. Beaver stated that HRI issues keys to community 
members who can show ownership of landlocked parcels within HRI 
property.  Mr. Beaver noted that approximately eight to ten kuleana 
properties exist within HRI-owned lands. 
 
In response to Committee Member Elefante’s inquiry regarding the amount 
of developable lands that are currently available to BYUH, Mr. Beaver 
stated that BYUH has added additional floors to some of its campus 
dormitories, but any further large-scale development would require an 
amendment to the university’s Plan Review Use (PRU) permit and an 
amendment to the State land use boundary.   

 
49. Isaac Mamizuka (oppose any development) 
 
Council Chair Martin commented that the issue has been ongoing for a substantial 
amount of time.  He noted that he has always been in favor of moderate growth in 
the area and can see the benefits of the proposed amendments, but would also 
like to ensure that there would be no further growth whatsoever in Malaekahana. 
The Council Chair stated that he would prefer to defer action on the Bill to allow 
further discussion with HRI, BYUH, and members of the community.  He further 
noted that he would like to have hearings on the matter held in the community. 
 
In response to Committee Member Elefante’s question regarding the area water 
source, Acting Director Sokugawa stated that she was unsure about the ownership 
of the water source.  The Acting Director concurred with Mr. Beaver’s assertion 
that expansion of the BYUH campus would require an amendment to the PRU 
permit and, possibly, a Special Use Permit from the Land Use Commission. 

  
Committee Chair Anderson reiterated his opposition to any development in 
Malaekahana.  He stated that the amendments are an effort to strike a compromise 
in a very divisive matter.  The Committee Chair recommended that the Bill be 
amended to a CD1 to incorporate the amendments in CC-205, CC-208, and  
CC-215, and reported out for passage on second reading and scheduling of a 
public hearing. He noted that the Bill would be referred back to the Committee 
following Council second reading and that the Committee would be more than 
willing to take its meeting out to the Koolau Loa community. 
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Committee Member Elefante concurred with the Committee Chair’s 
recommendation.  He noted that he filed Disclosure of Interest Statements CC-
384, -385 and -386. 
 
Committee Members Fukunaga and Pine concurred with the Committee Chair’s 
recommendation, with reservations.
