VISITO S: 

It ha been the privilege of the Co~ission to receive 

three distingui shed city planning visitors during the past 

year as follo ss-

r. orris Knowles, Consulting Engineer, nd member of 

the United States dvisory Committee on City Planning and Zoning, 

spent one morning early in the year checking on the activities 

of the Honolulu Commission. r. Knowles was unable to attend any 

of the meetings of the Commission due to the fact that he wa 
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was in Honolulu on an enforced vacation because of ill heaJ.th. 

On March 27, Mr. Henry E. Coonley, a member of the City 

Planning Commission of Chicago, sat in with the Honolulu Com-

mission at their regular meeting, and reviewed the work and organ-

ization of the Chicago Commission • 

• Coonl ey emphasized the fact that City Flanning is largely 

a matter of education, not only of the public, but of the embers 

themselves. In Chicago, while the executive council , which is 

the orking body, is small, there is a regular membership of some 

125 who act as a Publicity Body, and to whom ia given the task 

of educating the public on projects worked out in the Executive 

Group. Thie larger body meets only occasionally whenever there 

is some definite task for them to do or some educational program 

to be initiated. the executive group meeting in regular session 

as does the one ulu Co ssi n 

Mr. Coonley stated that while the original plan of Chicago 

had been laid out by Mr. Burnham, and a portion of it had been 

carried out, there is still a large part of the plan as yet un-

a.ttempted because the people as a whole are not yet re 1:~dY to sup-

port it. He cited the Lake Shore Drive from Grant ark to J·ackson 

Park as one of the original. ·plans of r. Burnham that had been 

carried out. 

~oning in Chicago, according to lr. Co onley, is ~andled by 

a separate Zoning Commission. 

On July 10 the Commission had as its guest and speaker, 

Mr. Edward • Bassett of New York City. Mr. Bassett is an ex-

Congressma.n, past president of the ational Conference on City 

Planning, and special counsel for the City of Ne York in its 

comprehensive Regional plan. 



Mr. Bassett is a specialist in city planning and 

zoning legislation, with emphasis on the basic laws and enabling 

acts under which city planning and xoning function. Therefore 

h stressed that particular phase of city planning with illustra-

tions of successful and unsuccessful planning and zoning in the 

states. He urged the Honolulu Commission to make sure that its 

Territorial enabling act is legally correct and comprehensive 

in order to avo id future l:i tig· tion b y unscrupulous lawyers. 

r. Bassett also spent one morning in the City I~an-

ning office checking on our la1s and giving us some valuable 

suggestions.

Traffic Code 

On January 16, the Planning Commission gave its final 

approval to plan for developing the .Al. a oana 2ark area, now 

under reclamation. The .Ala Moana park, when the Hawaiian l3redg-



ing Company will have finished its work, will comprise an area of 

some 65 acres of land v1aikiki of Ke n.lo basin, about one mile long 

and ·i-th an average width of one-eighth of a mile. 

The plan endorsed by the Commission proposes to feature a 

park wit~ two lagoons,- one at the waikiki end and the other at 

the ewa end of the area, with an island in the center of each. The 

one lagoon will probably bf of shallow water and devoted to the use 

of the smaller children who cannot swim, whil e the second lagoon 

will be ma.de deep enough to provide swimming and water sports 

for the older children. It is augge ~ted that the island in the 

center of this deeper lagoon be connected with the shore by a 

foot bridge, and perhaps devoted to the deveJctirn.ent of an Hawaiian 

Yillage or some similar native attractivB. 

Between these two lagoons the plan provides for a large 

open spac e sufficient in size to take care of the various outdoor 

sports, such as tennis, baseball, volley ball, putting greens, etc. 

Winding thru the entire area will be a dri vew~y bordered bn one side 

by a bridle path which it is anticipated will eventually connect 
provide 

with a similar path t hru the Waikiki rteclamation distri c11.. .Plans 1 
for a very definite landscaping of trees and shrubbery within the 

entire area, this to be accomplished in cooperation with the Out-

door Circle. 

An amendment to this plan includes provision for a land-

locked harbor, 500 X 500 feet in size, adjoining the ewa end of the 

park area, for the anchorage of yachts and pleasure boats. foil e 

:tt is prob t.1ble that this part of the project may have to be handled 

separately, since this area lies outside the area defined in dredg-

ing contract, it is mncluded in Commission layout in anticipation 

of its eventual development as a part of the waterfront project. 



BUSINESS DISTRICTS 

There have been three additions only to the Business Dis-

trict area 01 the city during the year 1930. 

The first was the extension of Business District_ No. 25 
on the evta side of John Ena Road betv,een Hebron Lane and J: alakaua 

venue for a depth of 100 feet. Since this area has been business 

in character since before the passage of the Zoning Ordinance, and 

joins and is practically a pa.rt of the already authorized business 

area, the Commission believed that this property should be classi-

fied definitely as 11Business" in order to permit and encourage the 

rebuilding of the old existing stores of perm~nent construction 

rather than of the presen~ third class oohstruction. 

The second addition was a change in classification of a 

strip of land 100 feet inrepth along the mauka side of Kalani 

Street from Puuhale Road to inant Street, in the Kalihi-ka.i Sec-

tion. This area has also been business in character for many 

years, although lying within the district classified as "Reeiden-

tialn , and its change in cl as sification was recommended by the 

Commission in order to allow and encour age a more uniform develop-

ment of the~ "istrict. 
third addition was made by extension of the Business 

District on Kalakaua venue so as to include Lot no. 60 of the 

Kalakaua Acres Tract, and providing for the extension of the boun-

dary of the business district to coincide with the street boundary 

at Namahana and Kuhio streets instead of in the middle of the block 

as at present. ile the Commission is convinced that the wsinees 

a rea in the Vaikiki area should for the present be confined to 

Kalakaua venue, the above extension, it is believed, has set a 

more definite and logical boundary line than the former arbitrary 

bound8.ry within the middle of the block. 



A fourth petition was submitted to the Commission by the 

Bishop Esta te for the cre a. tion of a Business District at the 

corner of Kalihi and School streets. Although the petition curried 

the signa t ure of 82.8% of the taxable area, the l anning Commissi on 

made an adverse rec ommendation to this petition on the grounds that 

the need for a business district in this section is not sufficiently 

urgent t o justify the enlargement of our business area in the city. 

In making a study of the Business District area of the 

City of Honolulu in c ompar:ison with the population, a nd basing 

findings on s imila r studies by mainland. cities-, it was rep orted 

by• our engineer t hat Honolulu h a s tt lready set a, side more a rea. 

for business purposes tha n her population can absorb f or many years 

to come. The Pl anning Commissioh is therefore discouraging where-

ever a dvisable the creati on of ne business districts until such 

time as t he growth of the city j ustifies su ch increase. 

SDEET NAME REVISicr 

For many months there have come to the ? l anning ommis-

sion compl a i nt s from. the various s ours.es, i ncluding the .l!'ire 

Department, P os t Office, Chamber of Conrnerce, newspapers, deli very 

men, merchan t associ ati on, as well as from individuals, in regard 

to the many duplic~tions, or nea r duplica tions in street names 

'th' the vity of Honolulu, causing confusion and delay in meeting 'tf! l _ 1n 

fire calls and in making deliveries of mail, newspapers and mer-

chandise, e t c. 
A beginning was made a yea r ago to improve this situation 

when an attempt wa s made to classify the various highways of the 

city in a manner somewhat commensurate with their importance to 

the travelling public by defining the following de sign a ti ons: • 

11 Placen = all highways dead-ended at one end. 
1. 

a ll highways not exceeding two (2) blocks 
2. mr·aytt ::: 

in length. 

3. 11Driveu ::: all winding highways. 

4. ~street" ::: all secondary highways over two (2) blocks

in length. 

5. •Avenue"= all main thorofares. 

6. •iBoulevards" = all hig~wa.ys 100 feet or over in width. 

Following up this classification, the Planning 'ommission 
prepared a list of chang;es in street n, es, which included new 
names, Hawaiian herever possible, for duplicates now in use, and 
certain adjustments in classification of street designation to 
conform with rules adopted a year ago. 

hile this list was in no way complete, it w~s believed 
that it wou d cover most of the outstanding duplicates and eome 
of the wrong classifications. Changes in well known and long 
established names which have met ith considerable objection, were 
not included in this list. The Commission as particularly in-

terested in correcting the names and designations of the nerer 
streets in recent subdivisions before they have become ell es-

tablished. 

Thia list was submitted to the Board in pril of this 

past year, and referred by th to Committee. o far as we kno 

no report of same has yet been made by this committee. 
second recommendation was also made in September, aag-

geeting that the prefix tt~ueen be added to Emma Square and Emma 

Street, d that the prefix "Admiral" be added to Thomas Square. 
This recommendation was made at the suggestion of some of the older 
residents of the city, who recognize ith regret the fnct that 
these two names, as well as many others, have long since lost their 
original significance in the minds of the average citizen, and that 
their historical setting is beling obliterated by the passage of 

time. While the suggested changes would be official rather than 
actual, common usuage having already e stabliahed tjle shorter forms, 

the Commission believes that the official change would tend to per• 



-
petuate the historical. setting and therefore justify such action. 

Th.is reoommendati on was also referred to Board Committee and 

failed to be reported out. 

STREET SIGMS 

The question of regulation of the width of street signs 

projecting over the public ways has perhaps received more at-

t-ention in the matter of time and meetings than has any O ther ·· 

one subject during the year. 

Early in December of 1929 there was referred to the 

.Planning Commission by the Board of Supervisors a petition signed 

by seven electrical contractors of the city, protesting the 

provisions of Sect. 18.200 of the Building Code which limits the 

proj ecti on of any sign over the public ways to more than three 

feet, claiming that an effective electrical sign c annot be de-

signed within these limits. 

n Janu ry of this year, after s tudyin the provisions 

of several mainland building codes, and finding that in most 

instances a larger sign was permitted than was the case in 

Honolulu, the i)lanning Commission recommended to the Board that 

the width of signs extending over the sidewalk area be increased 

from three to six feet, provided, however, that no such sign 

shall extend nearer to the curb than eighteen inches, in this way 

permitting the larger signs only where the sidewalk area waa 

sufficiently wide to take care of same • 

.After this recommendation had been a ent to the Board pro-

test wc.,s rece ived from the Outdoor Circle, asking for a reconsidera-

tion of the matter. At the following meeting of the Commission, 

representatives of the Outdoor 0i role were present and out·lined 

in brief the his.tory of their movement, their struggle and final 

success in removing the unsightly billboards, and their present 

program looking toward the eventual elimination of all street 

signs •• An increase in width of permitted sign would, they de-
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clared tend to counteract the work already done, and delay their 
progress materially. 

ith the cooperation of the Dutdoor ircle the Jommisaion 

was glad to have the subject re-opened and presented to the public 
in open meeting. special com.mi t tee was appointed with Mr. ~! . B. 

Carson as chairman, to investigate public opinion. Some weeks 

were spent in making this study and holding public hearings of 

interested parties. 

While the committee submitted to the Commission a majority 

report recommending the elimination of signs over the sidew k 

aret, it also oul::mi tted a minority repor .... which was finally con-

curred in by the majority of the ~lanning Connnission. The sense 

of this report ~as that hile the Commission is fairly unanimous 

in endorsing the idea of the eventual elimination of street signs 

over the public ays, it is not yet convinced of the feasibility 
of maJ:ing so radica;taa. change until the public has been prepared 

for same by a program of education. The opposition from the 

merchants of the city is too pronounced at this time to make 

such a move advisable. Therefore, the Commission has taken 

the middle ground in m&king its repcrt to the ~oard of ~uper-

viaors, reco~mending that the present provisions of three feet 

be left unchanged, but with the added recommendation that the 

provisions of this section be rigidly enforced. The Commission 

believes that if the preaent ordinance is thus rigidly enforced 

at three feet, such enforcement will tend to automatically curtail 

the practice of oonstructing overhanding signs, and therefore ac~ 

0
omplish without further legislation the desires of the Outdoor 

Circle. 

STREET lfu"'MBERING --
Street numbering is progressing in a satisfactory way. 

During the year there has been e :x:hi bi ted sample pages taken from 

a detail map book of the city which is being prepared from maps 



of the Territorial Tax Office, d whi ch when completed will show 

not only the location of every house in the city, but so the 

official number. With this as a basis, it is anticipated that a 

fairly accurate record can be maintained when once establi shed 

SU 3DIVISI0NS 

Only two s ubdivi sion plans have been submitted to the 

City Planning Commission during the past year, a s against three 

in 1929, 14 in 1928, and 20 in 1927. These unusually low figures 

for the past years do hot in any way represent the true condition 

of subdivision activity. While there has been a definite decrease 

in the subdivision of large areas, there has also been an increase 

in the re-subdivision of already approved subdivisions These 

re-subdivisions have not come before the lanning Commission for 

approval and do not fit into the City Street Llan. 

Thia practice as initiated on a large scale by a tran-

sient ReaJ.ty Company, Janes and James, who successfully eva ded the 

Subdivision law f or many months, and have si eeleft the Territory. 

These men consistently bought unimproved lots in already ap,roved 

subdivisions all over the city, and crowded into one or more lots 

many houses, constructing so-called private streets, which are in 

reality nothihg more than lanes,- sometimes as n~ row as ten feet ,-

to serve these homes. While these lanes are technically owned 

jointly by all the abutting property owners, and not dedicated 

to the City and County, they lose the quality of a private ro ,d 

when once the houses have been sold and re-sold and public ser-

vice is demanded from the city. The original o ner is no longer 

interested after he has gotten out from under his obligation, in 

this case by leaving the territory, thus leaving innocent home buye:m 

with property facing on unapproved s treets, not recognized by the 

city as a part of its City Street Llan. 



The success of Janes and •fanes in this method of procedure 

has encouraged other real.tors in the city to do like ise, with 

the result that there hasooveloped the pernicious practice of law 

evasion that is difficult to handle, - a practice which tends to 

penalize the honest subdivider who is trying to abide by the pro-

visions of the subdivis ion ordinance while putting a premium on the 
law evader. 

If the Subdivision Ordinance is not conetitutdonal, as 

is claimed by many of our lawyers, the Comm.isaicn believes that 

it should be definitely proved so by the courts. To determine 

;jp.is the matter has been again referred to the attorney's depart-

ment for the preparation of a test o aae. '1b.e issue; however, 

is being effectively~layed because of technical complications , 

· d the outcome is problematical. 

Looking at the problem from another point of view 

one is forced to f ce the question which is being honestly 

asked-- does the present law meet the need of the average 

hone builder, or is the violation of the law perhaps an evi-

dence of its failure to do so1 

• Louis Cain, who has made a a tudy of subdivision 

practice in the city, and ia particularly interested in laying 

out s ubdivision plans for the mau.ka side of the a ai to meet 

the needs of the people ho would be interested in building in 

this section of the city, has volunteered the following solution. 

Mr. Cain explained that -while the present subdivision 

ordinance ia adequate tor egulate subdivision of property owned 

by the man of middle class means, or the man earning between 

150. and 350. a month, and who is ih many cases in a position to 

choose where he shall live, there is still left the largest single 

~oonomic group of people in the municipality who are earning in 



the Vicinity of ~100. per month and who can pay not more than the 

equivalent of a $33. rental for their property. r. Cain maintains 

that in order to take care of this large majority there inevitably 

must be provided certain adjustments in the present subdivision re-

quirement whereby provision is made for smaller lots in certain 

sections of the city without interfering with the a treet system. 

Otherwise there Will continue to exist the practice of subdivision 

of existing lots with the construction of several cottages ithout 

street frontage and the persistent subdivision and sale of property 

contrary to the intent of the ordinance. This type of sub ivision 

he would call boot-leg subdivision, because it is based on an 

attempt to evade the present la, patently because the present law 

is not meeting the needs of the community. 

He would suggest that certain sections of the city be 

set aside for the development of the smaller lot. In this sec-

tion he would provide a longer block with shallow depth, and a 

narrower righ of ay for the intermediate streets and the iso-

1ated interior lo~s, while conserving the -wide right of a;y for 

the main traffic arteries. 1f1 e submitted sugge tive sketches of 

:v·riations of t 1 ia pl·:.n, incl •din t garden type of subdivision 

with interior lot f~cing on a narrower street and small parked 

areas. No pl ans have as yet been approved under auoh a layout, 

but the problem is being considered by the Commission 

TRAFFIC 
On May 7 the Planning Commission submitted to the Board 

of Supervisors a draft of a comprehensive uniform Traffic Code, 

the result of a year's intensive study. 
This draft was patterned after the odel Traffic Ordinance, 

:prepared by the National Conference on Street and liighway i:iafety, 

of bich the lionorable Herbert rioover, then ·ecretary of the 

C as Chairman. The reason for United States Chamber of ommerce, 



following thie model ordinance a s closely as possible is to secure 

a Code that will, so far as feasible, be uniform with those 

in use in the important mainland cities. This the Commission 

velieves will prove a distinct advantage both to the tourist 

visiting in Honolulu as ell as to residents of Honolulu who 

s pend their vacation periods motoring across the continent. 

In tbis draft it is provided that many of the adminia•ra-

tive details of the traffic ordinance be delegated to a Traffic• 

Commission, which shall serve in ar1 advisory capacity to the 

Board of Supervisors. The Cormnission believes that the details 

concerning traffic which vitally affect the travelling public, 

are far too numerous and time consuming to be assumed by the 

Board of ~upervisors, and far too important to be delegated to 

any other existing department of the City and County Government. 

A few of the more generally interesting provisions of 

the proposed traffic code are as follows: 

1. 25 streets are named »Throughtt streets (heretofore called 

11 Boulevards•1 )before entering which vehicles must come to a full stop. 

2. 40 Individual "Traffictt stops (heretofore called "Safety" 

stops) are established at strategic points , where aJ.l vehicles must 

come ~oaf 1 stop before passing. 

3. All vehicles , including street oars, are to be governed 

by stop signs, wherever le~ally placed. 

4. All persona are prohibited from placing atop signs or 

other traffic signs at plac s other than those enumerated in the 

ordinance. 

5. fine of 5.00 is provided as a pena1ty for driving 

on a flexible street traffic sign. 

6. Pedestrians are required to obey traffic signals; a nd 

when al.king in a public road must alk on the left side, f a cing 

traffic. 



7 • Street cars are prohibited from s topping in intersec-
tions or on c rose walks. 

8. 4 rovision is made for safety zones for the exclusive 

use of pedestrians- tabu to vehicular traffic. 

9. An interval. of 100 feet is required to be maintained 

between the individual unite of trucks or other vehicles moving 

in tr ins. 

10. Freight trucks are forbidden to be used for the carrying 

of passengers except under special permits to be secured from 

the traffic ·uthorities. 

ll . Garages and parking stations are to be limited to a 

maximum of 30 feet of street apace mn any one block for entrance 

and exit driveways. 

12. No parking is to be allowjd on paved portions of country 

highways where it is possible to avoid such parking. 

13. Use of spot lights is prohibited on public roads. 

14 .. Emergency vehicles a re required to be painted red; and 

all other vehicles are prohibited from appearing in red .. 

15. Speed limits are fixed as follows:-

35 miles-

Committee. 

HATURE GOLF 

While for a short time the nesidential District of the 

city appeared to be threatened by the invasion of iniature Golf 

fortunately this danger did not materialize, the interest in the 



miniature curses waning before the issue had an O portunity to 
be tested. 

THE CHINESE GOVERNMENT 

Early ih the year 1930 maps were prepared by the City 

-lanning ivision for the use of the Chinese Governmen~, at the 
request of the Chinese Consul,- the first map defining the 

variouo zoned area of the city of Honolulu as established by 

ordinance; and the second map showing proposed streets, parks, 
school grounds and other land used for municipal purposes. 

STREET VI IDErnING BY S ET BACK 

'?he question of how far it is wise to anticipate street 
widening by the establishment of set back lines was brought 
before the Commission when rec cmmenda.tion that a set back line 

be established on Waimanu Street in the newly developing Kewe1o 
district as diaa proved by the Board of Supervisors on the 

ground that money required for the purchase of land for future 

widening of streets on authorized set-backs is now so great as 

to seriously interfere with other legitimate improvement require-

ments of the municipality. 
While recognizing the validity of the Board action• 

and appreciating the financial. problems involved, the ~lanning 
Commission is convinced tha.t a very definite opportunity and 

challenge is now being presented to the city to demonstrate the 
elements of a properly laid out business and industrial section. 
Honolulu, in the light of its past experience with business 
fronting on narro and congested streets, is justified in expect-

ing and even demanding that our newer districts shall offer a 
relief from this conditi on and that they shall be made to more 
nearly conform to a standard adequate to serve the needs of the dis-

trict involved.
