The success of e. ple.yg.::ound program may be pertly deter-
mined by the number of partici nants and attendance on the playgrounds . 
In 1925 when the Recreation Comiilission was organized under Ordinance 
185 t here were nine play3rounds v,i th 25,329 children in attendance 
and in 1937 there were thirty-six playgrounds with a total attendanc e 
of 916,456 children and adults. 

The playground season for the year opened on January 2nd 
and v,ra s kept open t hroughout the year. Besides the routine acti vi-
ties of citywide sports' programs in basketball, football, volleyball, 
soccer, etc,, many varied and interesting programs, meets and con" · 
tests were he ld. 

The outstanding project of the year was the cul~ination of 
the sur.w.1er pro~ram, a gigenti c Kids' Circus the first of its kind 
ever produced by local amateurs, in V' ich nine-hundred children and 
adults narticipated and twelve thousand spectators enjoyed. The pro-
ceeds from this circus was used to build the first unit of the Play-
ground Camp at i,,raimanalo Beach. 

CITY1VIDE L EAGUE ATHLETICS 

Barefoot football in the 125 and 140 pounds, the Junior Re-
public leagues, was the mo st ,1opular sport of the year for boys and 
men, A new feature was add ed to the citywide volleyball tournament 
with the addition of a Juni or and Open Doubles Championships v1hich 
attracted athletes from all over the island. 

Men's baseball, playground ball for midgets, Soccer, Junior 
~epublic . softball , .volleyball; basketball 120 and 135 pounds, mene-
hune basketball, night recreation novice and open leagues, were t he 
leading activities for men. These leagues were djrected by the direc-
t or of night recreation or director of Junior Republic lea~ues. The 
managers of the various t eams met vri th the league director 'f'ho drew 
up the sc hedules and when necessary secured volunteer offici als, 
The menehune league was so popular that some teams were turned down 
due to lack of indoor court facilities. 

With the women the introduction of "Fistball"(a garne ·played 
like volleyball) proved to be the hit of the year. Basketball,and · 
volleyball were also Dlayed.
