Revenues Bill 26 (2020)

• Increase Existing Fees:

• Zoning variances, nonconforming use certificate renewals, after the fact building permits, 
third party certifications, variances, shoreline setback, and special management area 
permits.

• New Fees for Services already being provided:

• Reconsiderations, public utility easements, agricultural CPR verifications, lot 
research/determinations, in-lieu park dedication, private park dedication, and affordable 
housing resale.  

• New Fees for Service to be provided by the City:
