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In order to reduce the spread of COVID-19 (coronavirus), both Mayor Caldwell and Gover-

nor Ige have issued proclamations ordering nonessential businesses and employees to stay 

at home and work from home. These orders are in effect until April 30, 2020 and violations 

are punishable as a misdemeanor with fines up to $5,000, up to a year in jail, or both. Es-

sential activities such as grocery shopping, seeking medical aid, and walking animals is 

permitted. When going outside for essential activities, residents are encouraged to per-

form social-distancing by keeping at least six (6) feet of space between themselves and 

others, and to wash hands regularly with soap and water for at least 20 seconds. 

 

During this time the Neighborhood Commission Office will not conduct any Neighborhood 

Board meetings in April 2020 to preserve the health of our kupuna, observe the Centers for 

Disease Control and Prevention's guidelines on mass-gatherings, and follow Mayor Kirk 

Caldwell’s Executive Stay-at-Home proclamation. In order to do our part to address this 

pandemic the NCO is staffing the City's help line which has been activated to provide in-

formation and answer questions about the Mayor's directives and the City's efforts to pro-

tect the health of our residents.  The help line will be open every weekday from 8:00 a.m. 

To 4:30 p.m.  NCO has also been an active participant in the City sponsored COVID-19 

testing sites occurring across the island.  For more information on free testing contact

By now, most homes should have received an invitation in the mail to participate in the 

2020 Census. Participating is easier than ever now that the Census can be completed 

online, by mail, or by phone. The Census intends to count every resident only once and in 

the right place in order to provide important data to the Federal government. The Census 

is only performed once every 10 years to collect data for distributing more than $675 billion 

in federal funds annually to communities across the country to support vital programs—

impacting housing, education, transportation, employment, health care, and public poli-

cy. Census data is also used 

to redraw the boundaries 

of congressional and state 

legislative districts and ac-

curately determine the 

number of congressional 

seats each state has in the 

U.S. House of Representa-

tives.
