Re: City Council Bills #6, 7, 8, and 9
I wish to submit my testimony in opposition to Bills #6, 7 and 9 and in support of Bill #8.

Bill #8 would require any advertising of a property for rent for less than 30 days to
provide their license number as well as their address. This will provide Department of
Planning and Permitfing with the tools needed to locate and ehiminate iliegaillz operating
Bed and Breakfasts and Transient Vacation Rentals. Constituents in the 25 senatorial
district have spoken loud and clear to the Planning Commission that wnanimously
supported Bill #8 and unanimously opposed Bills #6,7 and 9. In addition, all of the
neighborhood boards that took a position on the issue have voted to support Bill #38 and
oppose Bills #6,7 and 9. The message is clear.

Residential beach communities, such as those in the 25 district, have been plagued with
increasing numbers of illegal vacation rentals over the past few years. It must stop. The
residential nature of the communities must be restored. The communities are zoned
residential but many short term “resoris” are changing the residential character of the

neighborhoods.

The long-range effect of vacation rentals in residential areas 1s devastating. Home rentals
are scarce for young families and service members. Property values have skyrocketed
beyond the reach of many residents since vacation rental properties, including B&Bs and
TVRs, have sold at a premium because of the high income that can be derived from such
short-term vacation rental. Neighborhood resources are over burdened because of illegal
"commercial” exploitation. Please respect the rights of the residents of Hawai'i and
oppose Bill #6 and #7 that would expand the number of licensed short-term rentals.
