TeresaNedellec,who goesby thenameKitty Mancini, is chargedwith

perjury, witnesstamperingandfailure to remit salestax, eachathird-
degreefelony punishableby five yearsin prison. Shealsois chargedwith
operatingasan unlicensedreal estatebroker,a misdemeanor,accordingto
theStateAttorney’s Office.

Shewasbookedinto the MonroeCounty DetentionCenterThursday,and
immediatelybondedoutfor $25,000.

Nedellecwasoriginally caughtby Key West CodeEnforcementfor
illegally rentinglocal property on ashort-termbasis.Forthat city
violation, Nedellecwentbeforeaspecialmaster,

“The defendant,TeresaNedellec,appearedin theaboveofficial
proceedingasthe agentof thepropertyowner,”StateAttorney’sOffice
InvestigatorChrisWeberwrote in aswornaffidavit. “Thedefendantstated
at theofficial hearingthattheownerwas in fact hermotherandthatshe
washelpingherwith herproperty.”

Accordingto Weber,amongotherthings,Nedellecsworethatshehad
“neverofferedshort-termrentalsat the aboveor any otherpropertyat
TrumanAnnexduringthetime in question.”
Also, in atapedphonecall from aKey Westcodeenforcementofficer

posing asapotentialrenter, “The defendantprofferedto [the investigator]
a freeweek’s rental at thesamecondominiumlocatedin TrumanAnnex if
hewould providefalseaffidavit to thecity of Key West,”Weberwrote.
“This weekcouldbearrangedany wayhe would seefit. This offer was
madeon at leasttwo occasionsduringthephonecall,”

The criminalchargesstem from Nedellec’sallegedlies underoath to the
specialmasteraboutrentingpropertiesfor lessthan30 daysat a time and
for allegedlytrying to getafalsewitness in her case,aswell asoperating
withouta broker’slicense.

“Illegal transientrentingis anon-criminalcodeenforcementviolation,”
saidCity Attorney BobTischenkel,noting this wasthefirst arrestmadein
a transientrental case.“The problemis you’renot supposedto lie under
oath,”

It is alsoa felonyto avoidpayingtaxes.

“The testimonyandsupportingdocumentsshowthatthedefendantdid in
fact collectsalestaxon theillegal rental,despiterecordsfailing to locatea
registrationfor the defendantandthereforenot registeredto collectsales
tax in the Stateof Florida,” Weberwrote.
