Thank you, Chair Apo andCouncilmembers.

I am Dave Kanda.AssistantVicePresident.of Hawaii TransferCompany.Ltd. We
supportthe GaryOkino versionof Bill 4, CD2— proposedfloor draft I.

As a commercialtruckingcompanywe needto havethe capability to communicatewith
our driversat all timesof thedayto makethe mostefficient useof their driving hours,
maximize fuel efficiencyandprovidethe bestpossiblecustomerservice. This is
accomplishedusingthe cell phone“direct connect’ featurewhich operatesas atwo-way
radio (push to talk).

With this “direct connect”featureour driverscanhe diverteden routeto eliminatewasted
time and fuel cost,not to mentionimprovedcustomerservicevia instantaneousresponse
time to acustomerpick-uprequest.

The cell phoneincludesa GPSfeaturewhich allows the dispatcherto trackthe driver’s
locationand monitor the driver’s vehiclespeed.TheGPS featureis a security
enhancementasit allows thedispatcherto track anyhigh valueshipmentsor any
hazardousmaterialshipmentsthat could be targetedby terrorists. The cell phoneis
portableso thedriver canhe trackedon anytruck theydecideto operate.

Thecell phoneis alsoprogrammedto disallow the driver from making anyoutsidephone
calls. The only phonecalls arefrom the dispatcher. Thedispatcheralsohasthe
capabilityof sendingtext messagingwhich thedriversrespondwith pre-programmed
numericresponses.Thesemessagesarc usedto inform the drivers of traffic accidentsor
slow downs.

During thesetougheconomictimesandwith the high costof fuel, is imperativethat we
continueto utilize the cell phoneto communicatewith ourdrivers.
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
