Alcha, Council Members:

[ write to oppose those bills that are aimed at supporting the heavy rail system -- the Kapolei to
Waipahu rail line. It is wrong to commit funds the City does not have, before there is any
commitment of federal funds. And in the larger picture of things, it is wrong to begin to commit
City funds to this project because we citizens will never be able to pay for it. Tax increases in the
present may perpetuate the myth that this project is a viable endeavor for Oahu — but it is not
viable. Not in economic, social, cultural or environmental terms.

How is that for a
legacy for members of this City Council?

Hawai'i deserves your best thinking not this faulty reasoning that will be your legacy when it
fails or when Oahu citizens finally wake up and say, “We are not going to pay for this.”
