THE COMPREHENSIVE ZONING CODE OF THE CITY AND COUNTY OF HONOLULU




INTRODUCTION

This summary describes in general
terms the provisions of the new Com-
prehensive Zoning Code for the City
and County of Honolulu. This Code,
which became effective on January 2,
1969, replaces the Zoning Ordinance
of 1922, and all its subsequent amend-
ments. The chart on page 9 gives the
conversion of district names from the
previous code to the current Code.

In the process of simplifying the 154-
page Code into this 8-page summary,
many minor regulations were neces-
sarily omitted. An example of this is
the omission of the many Accessory
and Conditional Uses, as well as the
Special Permit uses and Transitional
uses which are applicable to each zon-
ing district. If the reader needs clari-
fication or interpretation of any par-
ticular provision, he should refer to
the detailed text of the Code, which is
obtainable at the office of the City
Finance Department, or contact the
City Planning Department for items
needing specific interpretation.

Some of the notable and innovative provisions
of the new Code are:

e LUl Scale; The provisions of a Land Use
Intensity scale for all Apartment and Hotel
districts make possible a means of permitting
higher density on lots of good environmental
quality. The environmental factors which al-
low higher densities are: proximity to major
streets, parks, playgrounds, and public open
space, as well as beaches and oceanfront.

e Planned Development Districts; Three kinds
of “Planned,” or “‘Planned Unit” districts of-
fer flexibility in the development of lots of 2
acres or more. In these special districts, a wide
variety of housing types may be mixed and
commercial establishments may be included.

e Preservation District; Makes possible the
protection and preservation of park lands,
wilderness areas, open range and watershed
areas.

e Historic, Cultural and Scenic District;
Makes possible the protection of land areas,
structures, and objects of historic, cultural or
scenic value.

e Flood Hazard; Makes possible the protec-
tion of life and property in areas susceptible
to flooding.

e Performance Standards; All Industrial dis-
tricts are required to conform to specific
standards regulating noise and vibration.

e Height Regulations; These are usually
given here as a simple measurement such as
350 ft. However, all height regulations are
further governed by specific envelopes which
originate at the property lines and slope into
the lot.
